“Our infantry losses still diminish,
which is the best criterion of the re-
suits obtained by our batteries. Each
night the enemy sets off a “huge
amount of ‘fireworks,’ in addition to
their infantry fire, marking, in a word,
a nervousness with which we are weil
satisfied.

“Betweens Rheims and the Argoame
cur attacks, delivered with continuity,
did not permit the enemy, in spite of
vigorous counter-aitacks, to recapture
+l'e positions lost by him between the
15th and the 24th, These attacks de-
veloped particularly between St. Hi-
laire Le Grand and Beausejour (to
the east of Vikie Sur Tourbe).

“In the envirens of Perthes we gain-
ed 200 metres on the 20th, also om
the 21st, and 800 metres on the 22nd.

“The checking of five rour.&er-a_b
tacks which they directed upon this
roint has likewise affirmed our super-
iority. On the 24th we chased the
Germans from home ZEZag trenches
which they still occupied, 'a\\d con-
eolidatad cur position upon a’l of thelr
first line.

‘““The operations around Perthes
have been supplemented by others
still more valuable to us to the east—
a gain of 400 metres at Mesnil-Les-
Hurtus on the 23rd, and the possession
of Calvary Hill, near Beausejour, on
the 20th. On the 24th we geized a for
est to the east of the Lrench_es, cap-
tured on the 23rd, near Mesnil. Here
again the results attained has been se-
cured, in spite of the enemy’s counter-
attacks. In this region® we have bet-
ter succeeded in conquering the vari-
ous points of support which were pre-
sented to us as an objective.

“The enemy suffered huge losses and
our soldiers are in high spirits.

“From the Argonne to the Swiss
frontier. In the woods of Argopne the
warfare is harder and more disagree-
able, the difficulties of the woaded
and muddy terra firma making more
notable our good progress. In the two
woods of La Guerre and Labonte the
enemy succeded on the 17th in blowing
up one of our trenches,

Many Advances, Not One Retreat.

“It has since been recaptured from
the rear, and on the 20th they con-
structed some new trenches in advance
of the old ones. On four occagions we
blew up some German mines, demolish-
ed machine guns, concealed in shel-
ters, and captured rifle ammunition
and othér material, Many advances,
not one retreat—that is the balance
sheet on the flanks, west of the Ar
gotne. In one day, the 34th, we repuls-
ed five attacks.

“From the west of the Argonne to
the heights of the Meuse, inclusive,
we showed an agtivity from the 16th
to the 24th, often crowned with suc-
cess, and that, in spite of the condi-
tion of the rain, more suitable to the
defensive than to the offensive. Our
artillery, and especially our heavy ar
tillery, inflicted notable damage upon
the artillery of the enemy. On the
17th two piers were destroyed, two
batteries demolished on the 19th, and
one reduced to silence; a machine gun
shelter destroyed on the 20th, and one
blown up; a battery damaged on the
22nd, to the northeast of St. Mihiel,
and two destroyed near Bethincourt.”

Infantry attacks developed especial-
ly in the reglon of Boureuiles and
Vauquols, in that of. Cuisy and the
woods of Forges and in the woods of
Consenvoye. At the Ter

ment and of counter attacks, we main-
tained the conquered ppsition.

“In the woods of Chevaliers, finally,
we gained 100 metres and took some
prisoners, remarkable for thelr sordid
dirtiness. They were from head to
foot a mass of vermin.

“Between the Meuse and the Mosel-
lo the action has been less violent
than upon the rest of the front, It has
permitted us to register progress
slowly, but this progress continues in
the forest of Apremont and in the
woode of Le Pretre. We succeeded in
destroying or silencing several batter-
ies of the enmy's artillry in the Woe-
vre distriet, and in the forest of Apre-
mont, on the 20th, We demolished
trenches in the same region on the
23rd and 24th. We effectively bom-
barded the railroad station of Arne-
ville on the 18th and 22nd.

“In the Vosges we gained 250 metres
in Le Ban De Sapt, and maintained

at every other point our gains of the|,

preceding week. Near Cirey our ad-
vance posts have been established with-
in 1,500 metres of the city,

Aerial Warfare a Factor in Spite of
Wind and Fog.

“In spite of the extreme difficulty
resulting from rain, wind and fog, our
squadrons of aeroplanes and our diri-
gibles have done excellent work. One
of the latter, on the night of the 17th,
dropped fifteen bombs upon the rail-
road station of Sarreburg, six upon
that of Petit Eich, and five shells and
a thousand® arrows upon a train in
the railroad station of Heiming. The
damage done was important, and was
acknowledged by German newspapers.
On several occasions, the 18th, 20th,
21st and 22nd, our aviators gave chase
to some German machines, and oblig-
ed them to descend. On the 18th one
of our aviators shot and killed a Ger-
man pilot, whose machine crashed to
the earth. On another occasion, near
Arras, an aviator was put to flight by
twenty carbine shots. On another, one
of our officers was pursued by an ‘Al-
batross,’ which succeeded in crossing
our lines, The Germans’ aeroplane
was badiy damaged by a fusilade of
shells. In spite of the state of the
atmosphere some of our aviators, on
the 18th, successfully dropped ho'mbs
and arrows upon the enemy’s trenches,
upon & concentration of troops on the
19th and 20th; upon railroad stations
and train the 20th and 22nd; upon a
captive balloon the 21st; upon the port
of Strassburg on the Rhine, and the
railroad depot of Dieuze the 22nd.

“The Prince of Teck has expressed
his warm thanks to the chief of the
alr squadron which has operated upon
the Belgian cbast with the English
aviators.

This squadron has, in fact, effec-
tively contributed toward the regula-
tion of the fire of the battleships, and
in surveying the sea for the enemy's
submarines.”

OACHES TO CUXHAVEN

PORTE SITUATION
IS SAID T0 LEAVE
INDIA UNDISTURBED

Calcutta, India, Dec. 29.—The affi-
tude of the Indian Muhammadans with
reference to the entry of Turkey into
the world war is not what was expect-
ed by Cermany. Like the attitude of
India generally, immediately upon the
outbreak of hostilities, it has profound-
ly surprised even those “vho thought
themselves most in touch with Indian
opinion,

For many years Constantinople or
‘Roym,” as they love to call it, has
been the spiritual capital of the Indian
Muhamimadan, and he has been very
sensitive to any development which
threatened the position of Turkey in
the world. The Germans, through their
diplomatic representatives in India,
were undoubtedly aware of this when
they played their cards in Turkey.

The Indian Muhammadans, however,
have completely upset these calcula-
tions by declaring with impressive un-
animity, that, while they reverence
the Sultan of Turkey as the Caliph,
and the guardian of the holy places,
they cannot conceal from themselves
the fact that he has been exceedingly
ill-advised to allow himself to be
drawn into war with the secular friend
and helper of Turkeys at the behest
of a power whose interest in Turkey

is an affair of yesterday, and whose|

friendship has proved of very little
practical advantage to Turkey, as was
evidenced during the time when Italy
robbed Turkey of Tripoli. Meeting af-
ter meeting has been held in every
part of India, and resolutions have
been passed unanimo denouncing
the action of the military camarilla at
Constantinople and expressing unani-
mous approval of the attitude and ac-
tion of Great Britain.

1t is difficult to see how these ex-
pressions of opinion can be anything
but spontaneous, and if this is so it in-
dicates the extent to which Indian Mu-
hammadans have been won over to the
British traditjon. They do not pretend
that they are pleased at the turn which
events have taken. They are deply
concerned to see the leading Muham-
maddn power embarking upon a course
which they forsee must lead to its dis-
appearance from the map of Europe.

As their ablest journalistic represen-
tative has expressed it they are like
children looking on at a quarrel be-
tween their parents, fully aware that
the consequences must be disastrous,
but unable to interfere.

Mr. Asquith’s speech at the Guild-
hall, which has reached India over the
cable, indicates that the intention of
the Allies is to put an end to the do-
minion of the Ottoman government,
not merely in Europe, but in Asia as
well, This is a bold attitude, which de-
liberately throws down the gauntlet to
all those elements in India which may
be supposed to be hostile to British
rule. It will undoubtedly probe the
Muhammadan consciousness to the
quick, and will prove the most instant
touchstone of the essential loyalty of
the community that could posibly be
devised. '

European opinion, it is as yet too
cariy to sound that of the Muhamma-
dans, appears to be that Mr. Asquith
has acted wisely as well as boldly.
His speech amounts to a fair warning
of what Turkey and her friends may
anticipate at the close of the present
struggle, so that they will have no
cause afterwards to complain of hav-
ing been deait with more severely
than they deserved,

So far as Arabia is concerned, it fs
fairly certain that the disappearance
of Turkish rule will be received with
acclamation. And there are a large
number of Muhammadans in India
who have been to Arabla and realize
that, whatever changes the future may
bave in store for the holy land of
Islam, they cannon very well be for
the worse.—Christian Science Monitor,

TRUTH

PROCLAMATIONS MADE BY
GERMANGENERALSPROVE

OF CHARGES

(Special to the Christian Science
Monitor)

Havre, France, Dec. 30—The sixth
report of the commission of inquiry
on the violation of the rules of the
rights of nations and of the laws and
customs of war, hag now been publish-
ed. It is addressed to M. Carton de
Wiart, Belgian minister of justice. Re-
ferring to the protest, sent by twenty-
two German universities to universi-
ties in other countries, against the
accusations brought against the Ger-
man troops, the signatories to the re-
port state that as against this the
commission of inquiry submits its re-
ports,

There are besides, they add, docu-
ments, the authentic character of
which the German universities would
pot think of contesting, namely, the
proclamtions of the generals of the
invading army, the lack of conscience
shown in which is not greater than
their cruelty. The report then gives
in detail some eleven proclamtitons.

The first is that distributed by Gen-
eral von Emmich, calling upon the
Belgian nation to allow his army to
pass across Belgian territory, while
the second is signed by General von
Bulow, commanding the second Ger-
man army. Both ‘these assert that
this was not true and that the Ger-
man ultimatum itself only said that
the French “have the intention” of
marching into Belguim.

The third proclamation is that post-
ed in Hasselt on Aug. 17 by the burgo-
master announcing that “in the case
of civilians shooting on the German
army a third of the male population
will be shot.” The fourth proclama-
tion, issned, the report says, to the
communal atthorities of Liege by
General von Bulow, states that the in-
habitants of the town of Andenne
made a treacherous surprise attack
on his troops after protesting their
peaceful intentions, “It was with my
consent,” General von Bulow states,
“that the general had the whole place
burnt down and about 100 people shot.
I bring this fact to the knowledge of
the town of Liege, so that its inhabi-
tants may know the fate with which
they are threatened if they take up
a similar attitude.”

denne is a mere assertion which is con-

line and telegraph wires. Proclama
tion 10, posted iny Brusseis Oct, 5, and
signed by Baron von der Goltz, says
with regard to the cutting of railways
and telegraph wires that “in future,
the localities mearest to the place
where similar acts take place will ba
punished without pity; it matters lits
tle if they are accomplices or not.”
In conclusion the report states that
if German troops were received at the
entrance to a village by shots fired by
regular troops, civillans were accused
of having fired or assisted and the
locality was then given up probably
by pillage and fire, and part of its im
habitants shot.
