Bremen virtually wag conceded today
by ranking Teutonic diplomats in po-
sition to be famillar with the move-
ments of the vessel. The Bremen is
now one month overdue. It was ad-
mitted that German officials not orly
in this country but_in Berlin, were
without information as to the fa‘s cf
the Bremen. All they know is that
she set out for America from Bremer-
haven, and that she should have ar-
rived at an American port soon after
the middie of last month. It is Te-
garded as doubtful that accurate in-
formation concerning the fate of the
vessel will be available until afiur the
close of the war, if then.
The disappearance of the Brecmen
will not cause abandonment of the
project to send merchant snbmarines
regularly from Germany to the Lnit-
ed States, it wag sald. There appears
to be reason to expect that another
submarine sea freighter, either the
Deutschland or some other, would
reach an American port some time
within the next month. The Bremen
was commanded by Captain Schwarz-
kopf and carried a crew of approxi-
mately twenty-five men.
One official said it was considered
most likely that the Bremen had met
the fate of a number of naval subma-
rines which had salled from port nev-
er to be heard from again. These
vessels have disappeared completely,
and none of the members of their
crews has been reported as being in
detention camps of the Entente Allies.
It is presumed that they had some
accident which caused them to sink,
or had a mishap while diving which

surface.

London, Oct. 19, 5.25 p. m.—Reginald
McKenna, chancellor of the h
replying in the House of Commons t.o
criticisms of the high rate of interest
payable on the new treasury bonds,
and the objection raised that this
would lead to their being largely held
abroad, said: “That is thg very thing
we desire.

“It must be remembered that we had
to pay a very considerable amount,
day by day, in the United States. At
present we have to find £2,000,000
a day for every working day. That
mehns a prodigioud amount to find
every six days.”

Mr. McKenna prefaced his state-
ment regarding the large amounts be-
ing spent in America by a defense of
his action in paying a high rate of
interest upon treasury bonds.

“It is not possible,” he said, “to ap-
ply pre-war standards, and to say that
five per cent, is enough.”

Mr. McKenna pnoceeded to explain
that unless Great Britain was able to
ralse the needed money in the Unit.
ed States she would have to go short
of supplies from there which were ab-
solutely essential to the purposes of
the Allles.
