CORPORAL HUBBLE OF
OROMOCTO MISSING

His Probable Fate Causing In-
tense Anxiety To His Fam-
ily.

Fredericton, Oct. 16.—Acting Cor-
poral John V, Hubble, son of Ammon
S. Hubble, of 'Oromocto, is reported
missing since September 17. He went
overseas with the 104th Battalion in
June, 1916, but was transferred to the

5th C. M. R. in France. This is the
second time he has been in the casual-
ty list, having been wounded at the
Vimy Ridge battle. He was taken to
hospital in England on April 26th, 1917,
remaining there until November, when
he again joined his battalion in France.
He took part in all the big drives
up to the time of his being reported
missing on September 17th.
