FOLLOW POLICE

Two Returned Soldiers in
Mixup With Police—One

It is alleged that the bul-
let inflicted a slight wound in Mo
Kay’s leg. The shot failed to deter
either McKay or Rushton, and they
got Brine down and commenced to
punish and kick him, Brine again
fired and the second shot hit McKay
in the breast, causing death. Brine
was then in a serious condition and
was removed to hospital and was in
too precarious a state to give evi-
dence before the Coroner. His in-
juries are very serious, and it is
thought possible that he will not re.
cover. Rushton was placed under ar
rest Sunday aftermoon. The three
men were all overseas in the great
war.
