He used checks on the
Royal Bank of Canada, in which the bank
yfficials say he has no account. His arrest
vas spectacular, for it “was not accom-
Slished without a lively chase and scuffle.

A little after 7 o’clock, Linden went into
lie store of Wilcox Bros., in Dock street,
ind purchased a suit of clothes, an over-
w0at and a pair of trousers. They amount-
»d to %26.50, and he tendered in payment
v check for that sum drawn on the Royal
Bank of Canada, and signed “C. H. Lin-
jen.” It was accepted and Linden re-
ired with his purchases.

The chief at once sent Detective Killen
ind Sergeant Baxter to work on the case.

Meanwhile another of the firm had en-
sountered Linden in Charlotte street and
put the situation to him. He said all was
right and he was willing to go to the
store and talk it over. When he arrived
‘here it was to find the police. on hand
and matters looking serious. He main-
tained that he had money-in the bank, a
mistake had been made, and he was will-
ing to go along and prove it.
g[arlin Wilcox, speaking of what fol-
lowed, said that in consequence of ILin-
den’s assertion it was decided to take him
to the bank to straighten mattens out.
Linden walked with Detective Killen and
Sergeant Baxter on either side of him,
Mr. Wilcox walking near Detective Kil-
len. Everything went smoothly til the
time came to go to the bank, Coming to
the door the officers stepped back to let
Linden enter. Then, according to Mr.
Wilcox, he availed aimeelf of the oppor-
tunity, and, quick as a flash, jumped free
of Killen and Baxter and started down
Prince William street at a lively rate.

Both officers are big ‘'men and Linden,
who was a U. N. B. hundred-yard man,
was capable of !,nuving‘at a rapid gﬂi'}.

Slipped Out of His Overcoat.

Mr. Wilcox, however, says that he has
done something in the eprint line. Lin-
den had not got farther than the post
office when Wilcox was close behind and
caught him by the shoulders. Ilis man
was equal for the occasion, as he slipped
out of the garment and attempted to
dodge pust Wilcox, evidently intending to
run down Princess to Water street. But
the clothing man was too quick for him.
H¢ nabbed him from the reir, pinning
both his arms to his side, and both fell.

Sergt. Baxter was eo close behind that
in order to avoid stepping on them he
had to jump clear over. Wilcox had the
backs of hands ecraped and Linden had a
knee gkinned, There was no further ex-
citement.
