DIAMOND
RHEUMATIC CURE I 19 South Market Wharf.Striking across the mountain level, 

through good woods, we reach the prai­
rie once more. Here we find the Arc 
king has been at work. The face of the 
country is all burnt off, no game Is to be 
seen, water is abundant, lakes being 

ind of large size. One lake 
is named Salt Lake, and it is salt enough. 
Sixteen miles from Ellis we met Col. 
French hunting up a night camp for his 
Mounted Police ; his train is coming on 
behind. He Is one of the few men whom 
Canada owns, kind and considerate. 
Seeing we were on foot and without 
blankets, and having rifles and no-shot 
guns, he give ns what assistance we re­
quire without the asking of it. It takes 
us an hour or more to get through the 
train, as I And many acquaintances 
among the boys,'and am anxious to set 
my eyes on Sergeant Cochrftne, of Kent 
County, but that young man, I learn, is 
many a mile away South in Sweet Grass 
Hills, at Whoop-up Post. Four miles 
more and we reach Bird Tail Creek, 
where.we camp with Sergeant-Major 
Grisbgck, who has charge of the rear 
guard. Under tiis careful eye but little 
goes astray. We pass a tolly night. The 
boys have had a rough trip of it, and 
when Garry is reached they will have 
put 2006 miles under their lee-. The Bow 
Hiver couutrvthey found pretty tough, 
as there was"*no grass, and they lost 
many horses, having to send to Fort 
Beutonj on the Missouri Hiver for more 
stock. Buffalo were plenty, in fact in 
thousands they roam over the valley, 
Indians scarce, and whiskey traders not 
around. Bidding them all a kind adieu, 
and with many kind wishes for ourselves, 
we posh on for Ellis.

Not caring about rushing on too fast 
we found, on reaching the banks of the 
Asslnaboine, that it was near sunset, and 
in no part of onr trip were we so well 
repaid as here. Standing on the level 
plain, casting our eyes across the valley, 
we see Fort Ellis, a H. B. Co. Post away 
to our left on a level plateau of ground 
on a level with our own position, some 
500 feet above the Hiver ; to our right we 
see our future roadway, running nearly 
north towards Fort Pelly. The river 
and valley, to be uescribed in their true 
light, would require more than my pen is 
i apuble of doing. The valley’s width is 
aoout one mile. Timber is very abundant 
and good. Plenty of game abounds every 
where, such as chickens and rabbits. We 
travel down the bill aide, through small 
oaks, over a perfect winding stairway of 
a road, and, reaching .the bright, clear, 
sparkling river, with "its sandy bottom, 
camp for the night.

Of Fort Ellis I can say bat little. It 
has the usual appearance of all H. B. Co. 
Posts. There is one dwelling house for 
the chief trader, Capt. McDonald, flanked 
by long low houses used as warehouses 
and trading store, all enclosed by a high 
fence. Here ip this valley are camped a 
few Indians, tine, clean, tidy, and soci­
able fellows who own good houses, drink 
none, and cultivate some land.

We have thus far steered north west. 
Now we shift due north for Pelly. Of the 
country from there to here but little can 
be said. Of small game, wood and water, 
we found no lack. Fires bad run all 
through the country, coming from the 
X or'west and running east. The soil for 
miles is good, and rich grass, tall and 
tine, was lo be seen in many places 
in small valleys ; and very fine feed for 
stock it is. Forty miles from Pelly we 
meet Mr. Hugh Sutherland and a gang of 
his men, going to Garry from this point. 
Mr. Sutherland is the builder of the bar 
racks, and a rough time he has had in 
making his way up here. But, by pushing 
matters along lively, he has done muen 
work. A few miles further we meet Mr. 
Gordon and his party, with two oxen and 
a cart. They belong to the Geological 
Survey Department of the Dominion,and 
have done much work this past year. We 
now reach the Asslnaboine River, oppo­
site the H. B. Post (Fort Pelly), and 
camp. We -find the river frozen over, 
and cross next morning. Pelly is a 
counterpart of Ellis In model, buildings 
and lay pf ground, and Is situated close 
to the river.

Ten miles farther North and the Bar­
racks are reached, where we meet with a 
warm welcome from Capt. Carvel! and 
his company, as well as from a host of 
old acquaint mees I had made on the 
Dawson Honte, Here we are made to 
feel at home, where we remain nearly 
two days. We found the Captain tented 
out. Although early in the season, 
10th November, the weather was very 
cold. The Barracks are built on a level 
plot of gronnd, a few hundred yards front 
Snake Creek, which runs along the foot of 
the hill and empties into Swan Hiver. 
There are live buildings In a row, whose 
length are, about as near as I can judge, 
to be—one of 350, two of 180, one of 150, 
and one of 120 feet,—all of fair height 
and width. Then, besides these, then 
are a stable and several warehouses. 
At the bottom of the hill is the

FOCI ING 11 l ltO.ll FOUT GAKltY 
TO THE PACIFIC.

Sights by the Way—The Hair-breed. 
Hauling Supplies — Large Crops- 
Shooting Prairie Dogs—The Lonely 
Hnt in the Valley—Col. French and 
the Mounted Police—H. B. Co.’s 
Posts—Some Indians — Meeting on 
the Trail—Capt. Cnrvell and his Bar­
racks—Up to the Hips in an Ocean 
of Snow — Ont of Provisions, and 
Suffering with Frozen Limbs—Craw 
ling Sixteen Miles in Four Days.

Swan Rivkr Post, Mounted Police 
HEAirQuAUTEiis, North West 

Territory, Dec. 10,1874.
Dear Tribune Yonr correspondent, 

in company with Ms partm-r, John 
Fraser, of ItoM-tdiire, Scotland, left Fort 
Garry hj October last for this post, with 
the intention, on the advent of spring, 
o pash over to the Bigs JSascatchawan, 

and thence through to British Columbia. 
Our course from Garry was through that 
beautiful and charming country which 
in ter Vines between, Um.ïuruier place and 
Portage La Prairie, -a distance oi 60 
miles. This being an old settled portion 
of Manitoba, it has many tine farms of 
from 800 to 1000 acres of cultivable soil, 
some of which maintain as many as 2C0 
head of cattle ; away to your right Is 
Lake Manitoba and Stony Mountain, 
along this Lake abd range of ldlis Is a 
splendid strip of soil, with tine woods 
skirting the Lake, In which abundance 
of Osh can be caught in the proper sea­
son. Potatoes within 8 miles of the For-
tage have turned out 300 bushels to the 
acre with no manure; and wheat in many 
places ran up from 25 to 40 bushels per 
acre, with no manure. Surely the soil 
must be prolific, and the country a good 
one. Between Garry, and the Portage 
are a few scattered stores and hotels,and 
dram shops. The farm houses are very 
good bnildings. On the left yon have 
the Asslnaboine River, along the banks 
of which you will find the half-breeds 
settled, with a few Quebec French mixed 
in with them, all comfortable and con­
tented. These half-breeds do U large 
amount of work, in teaming with oxen 
and carts ; generally speaking they are 
employed by the Hudson’s Bay Company, 
and the Dotifiiulon Government, hauling 
supplies to the far distant outposts and 
forts, ; 600 carts alone left Garry ahead 
of us, bound to this place, numbers of 
which we passed on the way op. Por­
tage has a few stores and one good 
hotel, and a population of about 200.

Leaving Portage and the Asslnaboine 
behind-we head for the Mission, 20 miles 
distant, crossing the While Mud River, 
which place boasts of equally as good 
soil, a good hotel, two stores and some 
good faims- One farm Is owned by Mr. 
Shannon, an old Carribooite. He has a 
flue stock of cattle and pigs imported 
from Ontario. Leaving here we strike 
for Beautiful Plains, crossing White Mud 
ltiver twice and wending our way across 
the most magnificent stretch of country 
in Manitoba, known as the Palestine 
Settlements, finely wooded and watered, 
and, alter 30 miles more, we reach the 
Plains, on the upper end of which we. And 
a Government depot,at present in charge 
of Mr. McKenzie of Bat Creek, a very 
flne, kind and courteous gentleman. His 
l'orte is cattle raising. Nature has pro 
vided him with any amount of good grass 
and hay land. This is the boundary line 
between Manitoba and the North West 
Territory and a charming sight it is,with 
its level and gently sloping plain extend­
ing for miles and skirted with a heavy 
growth of wood, and running along a 
steep bluff having Stony Creek at Its 
foot! Looking across the Creek and fol 
lowing it up you find some splendid bot­
tom land, equal to auy iu the Dominion. 
Grains and cereals turn out very tine. 
Prairie chickens and rabbits are also very 
abundant.

Our steps arc next directed towards 
the Little Sascatchawan, the headquart­
ers of the for lamed and much unused 
Ralston Colony. This is some 50 miles 
farther on and, although one does not 
see so many tine little valleys or heavy 
bodies of timber, still tho soil is com­
paratively speaking fair. But on sighting 
Hilling Mountain the scene changes, we 
are getting into a more rolling country, 
and ont of the level prairie range. Dur 
night’s rest is disturbed by the incessant 
barkings of the prairie dogs, or, as seme 
call them, wolves, a most contempt! 1: 
animal, treacherous and cowardly as the 
whim suits. The morning we approached 
Hiding Mountain they gave ns a general 
salute. Theye being a whole herd or 
pack of them we found it advisable to 
•«hold up” and get a good ready, so as 
to give them a warm reception. It being 
8 o’clock in the morning, and the moon 
shining very clear, we allowed them to 
close up, when we gave them the con­
tents of onr rifles. This had the ef- 
lect desired, and no more trouble was 
apprehended until we struck the Moun­
tain, across the trail of which our course 
lays. Here we found them thick and 
saucy, but a few bullets were required 
from our breech-loaders to clean them 
out.

Crossing this Range we find abundance 
oi wood, innumerable small lakes of from 
one-half to five acres in extent, and 
dozens of little valleys growing very 
luxuriant wild hay suitable for horses 
and cattle. Once over the summit the 
scene changes, and on getting the first 
glance of the valley through which the 
Little Sascatchawan meanders one is led 
to «(claim, Is not this lovely? Is it not 
charming? There, at your feet lies the 
valley. Through its center winds the 
beautiful, clear, sparkling waters. On 
the opposite bank are the towering hills 
of Riding Mountain. As the rising sun 
casts its bold clear rays against the hills, 
its reflection adds only more and morefj 
the charming scene, Now proceeding 
down a beautiful winding, twining grade, 
with a very gradual descent, we -are at 
once In the valley, our road leading us up 
stream for a few hundred yards. Here 
we tind one solitary Inhabitant, who Is a 
trader. His partner has gone to Garry 
for supplies for winter use iu their 
trading with whomsoever may come 
along. Ills mind and thoughts are busy 
at the work iu which he Is engaged (that 
of daubing the roof of his shanty) ; be 
hears not our footsteps until I salute 
him with—” Good morning, Cap. What’s 
the cheer?” When all the reply Is—
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
