Are those 
men content to stay at home and play1 
games and live disgusting, selfish 
lives, while their fellow-Canadians 
are out here bleeding and dying for 
them?

They have a right to them.

But to shirkers at home, nothing 
but hisses are due!

'who is physically tit and has not 
volunteered to come to the front 
unless there has been some over­
whelming claim upon him of duty at 
home. It seems incredible that any 
man worthy of the name of man can .

Let Canadian mothers and 
wives know that they could du no 
greater injury to their sons and hus- 
bands, than by holding them back 
and not allowing them to enlist. It 
is an injury which will last all, 
through their lives. We need men. ■
