He remained in that vicinity for
some years. In the year 1802 he became a partner in the Compuny.

In 1805 Mr. Fraser took part in the Conference of the leading members of the Compary who
T * met at_Fort William to consider the project of extending their operations beyond the Rocky
Mountains And of oceupying the country Westward to the ocean in advance of the American Traders
who had then penetrated as far North as the Columbia- River and were cageriy pushing their way
further up the coast. ' ’ L '

The members of the Company having decided to extend their. out-posts across the Rocky
Mountains and to establish trading connections with Lh(- tribes of Indians west of the Mountain
Ranges, his partners deputed your Pelitioner’s ther to undertake the task of exploring thar
region, of estﬁbliéhing trading-posts in that "then ‘unknown Territory and of occupying the
country as British Traders. ) »

Mr. Fraser’s diury shows tbat he feft Fort William on his long and perilous adventure in Au.
