EVEN EXCLUDING student salaries, most of which go to the SRC, council still takes the
biggest slice of the financial pie. With the exception of the big three service organizations,
Radio UNB, the Brunswickan, and the Drama Society, council takes almost half as much
again as all other organizations. On top of this, they got most of the money paid out in
salaries and honoraria. It 's been council policy to make policy decisions and to leave much
of the actual implementation 10 other student organizations.
