erdinary circumsiences such as those deseribed by you is
assistance rendered to Indians of the above class,and such
assistence alone as is absolutely necessary is even then
given to them.

You will therafore guide yourself by the above consider-
ations in deseribing what you consider shonld be given to
these families.
