The American 3rd Army has deepened its bridgehead over the
SAAR River at SAARLAUTERN, gaining about a mile and entering
two towns. The West bank of the River has been cleared as
far as I"RRZIG., The British 2nd Army cleaned out the last
Garman pocket at BLERICK West of the MAAS River near VENLO.
Nineth Army has driven the German across the ROER at JULICH
and the l1lst Army is in the ontskirts of DUEREN. Canadian
forces at NIJMEGEN are said to have repialsed a sharp counter-
attack by German paratroops.

Bighth Army troops made extensive gains North of FAENZA to
captured the towns of RUSSI and GODO and to cut the railway
between ROLOCNA and RAVENNA.

Russian troops made gains of 17 miles and more yesterday
Southwest of BUDAPEST. and are now passing around Lake

BALATON which is about 60 miles from the Austrian frontier.
Gains wére made Northeast of BUDAPEST and the Germanssuffered
heavy losses, The town of MITROVICA, 41 miles Northwest of 4
RELGRADE, has been captured by troops operating in Yugoslavia.
