GEOGRAPHICAL SITUATION

yjrHE Sanatorium is situated on the north side of the 
Thompson River, about nine miles from Kamloops, 
on the Alexandra Ranch. This is a beautiful ranch, 

watered by Tranquille Creek. The ranch and Sanatorium 
are owned and operated by the British Columbia Anti- 
Tuberculosis Society.

OBJECT
The Sanatorium was built and is maintained for the 

purpose of caring for early c. ses of pulmonary tubercu­
losis. Provision for taking care of advanced cases is 
being arranged for in the near future.

BUILDINGS
The main building overlooks the Thompson River, 

and has a beautiful recreation-room, dining-room, and 
forty-nine private wards. These each have a balcony, on 
which the patients sleep at night and sit out during the 
day. There is hot and cold water in every room, and the 
bath-rooms are splendidly equipped with both plunge and 
shower baths. The Sleeping Pavilion furnishes somewhat
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Lake and Mountain Scenery of Incomparable Beauty
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
