OTTAWA, Ont.. Jan. 21.—Three 

persons were killed, half a dozen ser­
iously injured and property loss on 
the building and prize live stock to 
the amount of about $100,000 caused 
by an explosion of the heating plant 
at Howick pavilion this morning, 
where the eastern Ontario live stock 
show is being held.
