London, Aug. 19.—The Italian
Steamship Stampalia, which plies be-
tween New York and Italian ports,
has been sunk, says a despatch to
Lloyds.

The Stampalia was a passenger
liner of 9,000 tons gross. In common
with other Italian liners, she mount-
ed guns for protection from subma-
rines. The last report of her move-
ments was her arrival July 30th at
Genoa from New York, so that ap-
parently she was sunk on the return
voyage. She was commanded by Capt.
Lafavarello.

The Stampalia had accommoda-
tions for about 1,700 passengers. On
her recent transatlantic voyages, pas-
senger traffic has been light, and the
agents in New York of the line say
that she probably carried a compara-
tively small number of passengers.
Her crew numbered about 170.

No word has been received in New
York by the agents of the line of
the reported sinking of the Stamp-
alia, at the time of the arrival of the
London press despatch.

On arriving at New York on March
24, the Stampalia reported a wireless
warning had been received soon af-
ter leaving Genoa that a submarine
was lying in wait for her off Sar-
dinia. Instead of going north of Sar-
dinia and along the north shore of
the Mediterranean, which before that
time had proven the ' safest route,
she went south of Sardinia and
through the Straits of Bonifacio, be-

tween Sardinia and Corsica.

With thousands of shells bursting ov-
erhead, it is impossible to hear a
sound, Such perfection of detail com-
pels our admiration, It is also proof
of the positive opinion of the German
general staff that their lines could not
be successfully attacked or taken.

“We have seized thousands of
pounds of operating material and table
instruments and entire outfits of med-
icine and anaesthetics, not emergency
camp equipments, but full hospital
units.” .
