Through
the press, the beuefits aceruing from
exhibitions, that would otherwise be
lupited to a comparative few, are
extended to many thoueands of readers.
The press representatives act on such
02045008 as sccretaries io recording and
perpetmating, snd for that reason
every posvible facility should be pro-
vided for the performanee of their
work. Usually at exhibitions there is
no cause for complaint in this particu-
lar, and we hope that in future exbib-
itions i Windsor proper provision
may be made for the couvenicnce of
press representatives.

‘Something to Begin On.*

A QUASI-RELIGIOUS DISQUISITION.

The above quoted phrase is taken from
A discourse lately preached by a dignitary
of the churchin more than one Nova
Scotia parish, As it has since been pub-
lished either at the request of the preach-
er or without remonstrance, it is public
property and might fitly be subjected to
public eriticism, if it was thought desery-
ing of ench treatment. A general eriticism
of it, or even a direct ome, is not my
present object, as will appear,

The phrase had its origin on this wise,
The subject'of the sermon was “Infant
Baptism, as understood by the Church
of England.’ 1 have no disposition to
charge the preacher with an intention to
mislead, but the language employed is
bhighly misleading and in two ways.
First, the “Church of England” does not
as @ body understand Infant Baptism as
described by the preacher ; a very con-
siderable section of it earnestly protests
against such a representation, Conon
Brock might doubtless reply, that the
doctrine of the sermon is the doctrine of
the Prayer Book. This, if unquestion-
abiy the care, would have found s truer
expression had the preacher emplo,
the words “as taught by the Book of
Common Prayer” instead of the tel
he eaw fit to use. But even then a
perfectly correct representation would
not bave been obtained, for there are a
number of incidents and circumstances
mentioned in that charter of the church
which impart a coloring to the ordin-
ance that does not appear in the picture
presented by the discourse—as will here-
after be seen.

The exact words of the preacher, as
reported in different newspapers, were
these—*Christian parents—in the grace
given in baptism you have something to
begin on in seeking to train your child-
ren to the right way.” Now it has
occurred to me that, in the light of thi
commnrendation of Infant Baptism and its
concomitant, Baptismal Regeneration, as
explained in the sermon, it would be
eminently proper to mention some of the
more important incidents contained in
the Prayer Book, including those not in
any way alluded to in the discourse ; and
this I shall do in the very words of that
authority : ouly adding such casual re.
marks as may seem needed to connect
and illustrate. We shall thus see exactly
what it is that we have “to begin on,”
according to the Canon, when we would
train the young to a religious life, This
is the more appropriate as there are many
thousands in the Province who never see
a Church Prayer Book.

There are two “Offices” in the Prayer
Book, one for the “Public”” the other foy
the *“Private Baptism,” so ealled, “of in-
fauts.”” The first doesnot prescribe ex-
pressly the age for the observance of the
rite, but the understanding on all hands
is that it shall take place as soon after the
birth of the child ay practicable,

The Church of Rome has been more
watchful, and it must be added more
coneistant, She carries her anxicties up
to the tenderest age possible, See “Hit.
uale Romanum” p, p. viii, “Nemo in
&e” +

In the “Office” for the Private Baptism
of Infunts we learn that “the people” are
to be “admonished that they defer not
the Baptism of their children longer than
the first or second Sunday after the birth,
or other holy day falling between, unless
upoh a great and reasonable causey to be
approved by the curate,”

The word “great” in this citation is vo
be particularly noted, as it points direct:
ly to the reason for this abrormal per-
furmance of the rite,

In the “Office for the Public Baptism
of Infants” it is directed that “the child
shall be dipped in the water” of the font
“discretely or warily,” that is “if the
priest be certified that the child may well
endure it,” But if he be certified that
“the child is weak, it shall sufhce to pour
water upon it,”

In the “Office” for the Private Baptism
of Infants there is no other alternative—
“the ministor shall pour water” upon the
child,

But, as with the Scriptures, which are
habitually interpreted on the principle
that black is white, 8o here the words
dipping and pouring are made to mean
#sprinkling or even less, The infant is
not “dipped,” though the Prayer Book
says that ‘“the font shall be filled with
pure water” for the purpose, nor is
water “poured” upon it, although this is
the sole substitute allowed by that au.
thority, It often happens that one can
not tell when or how the water Iy applied,
or whether it is applied at all. And why
should it be? When you have set out
on a journey to a country, why halt on
the borders of it7 If you wish to see
Bt Peter's at Rome aud to climb the
stepn of the Vatican and kiss the Pope's
toe, why stop at Civita Veechia 1

The next stage in the performance is
that the child is “signed with the sign
of the crow,” whioh is, ns the Prayer
Book tells us, “in token that he shall not
be ashamed to confen the faith of Chrigt
crucified, &e,” It will be noted that the
infant mnde no such engagement and
had no conception of it or of anything
cle,

The Prayer Book proceeds—'‘Lest
there should be any scruples concerning
the use of the sign of the crom, the true
interpretation and just reasons thereof
may be ween in the xxx Canon.”
One cannot but regret that we are not
informed where to find the “interpreta.
tion” and the “reasons” in the New
Testament, =

In the case of the “Private Baptism of
Infants,” the rite is very short, only long

enough to secure the salvation of the
recipient ; if the child should not die

the obsérvms  omitted will be after

wards snpplied ; or as the Prayer Book
has it—*“If the child who is after this sort
baptized do afterwards live, it shall be
brovght to the church,” when the service
#hall be completed.

One of the parts omitted was what
related to. “godfathers” and “god-
mothers,” or as they are also termeds
“spunsors” or “sureties,”

In the case of a male child there are
two godfathers and one godmother ; in
the case of a female child, two godmoth-
ers and one godfather.

Before the infant is by a fiction “dipped
in the water,” these sponsors are re.
quired to promise for him and “in bis
name”’—or, as it is otherwise expressed
in the “Office” by an unheard-of use of
language—“the child! faitbfully prom-
ises by them ! ! that he will renounce the
Devil and all his works and constantly
believe God’s Holy Word” 111 'This is
one of the foundation stomes on which
Canon Brock ereots his edifice—this is
what he has “to begin on.”

One cannot but ask how these surities
propose to bring sbout these results?
They could nhot promise as much for
themselves ; and if they did, they have
no security that they would perform it.
[¢ isn’t & small matter to “renounce the
Devil and ail his works,” as most of the
sponsors themselves could testify from
personal experience ; and as to engaging
that anyone else “shall constantly believe
God’s Holy Word,” it is a perversion of
language and amost reprehensible trifling
with man’s intellectnal and epiritual
nature. In the Seriptures we read that,
“faith is the gift of God”’—adivine rev-
elation is not needed to teach usthat, for
as on the one hand no person ean believe
for us, s0 on the other, no one can make
us believe or disbelieve. Man is not a
machinve which moves merely as it is
Criro.

P, B, I must reserve the further con-
sideration of the Baptismal Service in
the Prayer Book for next week, when I
hope also to have the opportunity of
examining & little further the sermon of
Canon Brock,

The Bermudas alias Som-
er’s Inlands.

(CONTINUED.)

The town of Hamilton, so ealled iu
compliment to the Governor vnder
whom the change of the seat of Govern-
ment was Jdetermined, is the capital of
the colony. The energies of the island
are here concentr.d, for all the trade and
enterprises in general are controlled in
this town. The buildings including the
hotels, public offices, masonic and me-
chanic’s halls, court house and churches
are very betantially and artistically
built. At present the Methodist church
is the largest audience r00om in the
island and is capable of accommodating a
thousand people, The Episcopaliane
contemplate the erection of & large church
which if completed will exceed in size and
magnificence anything that has yet been
erected in Bermuda,

As at Bt George, so in Hamilton, an
able and active corporation manages—
under the presidency of a mayor—the
affairs of the town with much compe-
tency., Formerly this town could boast
of the silk industry, but that has fallen
into disuse, and the only factory that
gives Bermudians any claim to a place in
the list of industries is one that is used
for the manufacture of ice,

While all the streets of this town are
well kept, that of Cedar Avenue is the
most inviting, being as its name indi-
cates an avenue of cedars. The sur-
ronndings of the town are exeeptionally
fine, and here are to be the
residences of the elite of Bermuda,
These residences are the combina-
tion and  coucentration of wealth,
refined taste, architectural and natural
beauty, In these handsomely designed
and richly furnished homes, snrrounded
by gardens and terraces that without
Intermimion present all the varieties of
horticultural splendor—and that of a
tropieal nature—so gorgeous is the soene
and ro inviting, that “every prospect
pleaser,” and one is prompted to cry
“Alabama”—here we rest. These homes,
tcattered as they are on eaeh houndary of
the town command views of the ocean
on the north and south, and the Great
Bound, harbor and dockyard on the west
and southwest,

In passing from the town our atten-
tion is drawn to a tred under which the
saintly Whitefield preached, ani as we
pursue our journey west we see in the
Presbyterian church of the parish of
Warwick the place of most of White-
field’s ministrations. There is nothing
of further historic interest to attract us
on the road, but all must admire the
scenery which for some two or three
miles is composed of a background of
cedar-covered hills with well-kept gar.
dens, planting land fringed with palws,
tamarinds and other tropical trees, and
the harbor standing out in bold relief,

The Gibb’s Hill Lighthouse, which is
our next stopping place, is on the high-
est elevation in Bermuds, The total
height of the lighthouse is 134 feet, and
it stands at an elevation of 362 feet
above high water, The light is a revoly-
ing dioptric lens of the first order with
mirrors, with one centre lamp of three
concentric wicks, and s among the
Iargest and most powerful in the world.
It shows a bright flash continuing for
#ix or eight seconds and repeated omee in
every minute, At the lower portion of
the tower stability is given by comerete
filled in twenty-two feet high where the
first floor is, Above this there are seven
rooms each 12 feet, wupported by a
bollow column, which serves for the
weight of the revolving machinery of the
light, The height of the gallery is 106

seen

ft ; dismeter at base, 24 [t ; diametor at

e

top, 14 ft; height from gallery to the
Centre of the light, 11 ft ; from centre of
light to top of the vane, 17 ft; total as
above, 134 ft. The light is open for
inspection every day but Sundays and
holidays and must be reached one hour
before sunset to see the lantern. . The
view from the lighthcuse reveals your
insularity and iq a rare ocean sight, for
there are reflected in the mirrors the
most perfect pictures of the ocean and
the surrounding country with all the
effect of a camera obscura.

From Wreck Hill and Cedar Hill at
the west of Somerset Parish we bave a
centinuation of the fine views that are
to be gained only from such elevations.

We should have mentioned ere this
Fort Hamilton glacis, Clarence Hill (res-
idence of Admiral), Mt Langton (resi-
dence of Governor) iv Pembroke Parish,
Prospect Hill in Devonshire Parish,
Knapten’s Hill in Smith’s Parisk, Cot-
tage Hill in Hamilton Parish, and the
St George Barracks, from all of which
may be sceu some most striking and
dissimilar views, ' It should also have
been mentioned that on the South Sbare
in the Parish of Paget are the famous
sandtanks in line with those of Tucker’s
Town and the historically interesting
Spanish Rocks The parishes of South-
ampton and Sandys bave no attractions
apart from scenic interest, but this is
sufficient to make them (he resort of
many visitors. In addition to those
places already mentioned Mangrove Bay
ia & place of great interest,

This brings s to the ferry that con-

nects with Boaz Island. Boaz and Ire-
land Islands are exclusively Government
property, the former owned by the mil-
itary and the latter by the naval author-
ities, Ireland Island contains the naval
workshops and the largest floating dock
in the woild, whieh dock floats in the
cambre—a large artificially constructed
basin, and was built at Woolwich, Eng.
and. It was brought across the Atlantic
by three ironclads and this gigantic
towage was successfully aecomplished in
35 days. The dock-basin is 52 feet be-
low low water mark, to make which one
million two bhundred thousand
feet of sand and coral was dredged.
The dock is recured In position by
three iron girders each 112 ft long, fitted
80 as to rise and fall with the dock. The
dimensions of the duck (which bhve
already been given) are as follows :—
Length over all, 381 ft; length between
caissons, 330ft; breadth over all, 124
ft; breadth inside walls, 84 ft ; depth,
751t ; total weight, 8340 tons, ‘There
are three millions of rivets in it which
nlone weigh 800 tons,
It is divided -longitudinally into efght
water-tight compartments and transverse-
ly into six water-tight compartments, so
that it contains, irrespective of engine
rooms, pump, wells &e., forty-cight dis-
tinet water-tight compartments, by means
of which the position of the water re
quired for working the dock can be
regulated, There are eight pumps of
ten-horse power ench which will, when
all at work, lift sixteen tons of water
The dock if full would
contain thirty-seven thousand tons of
water. The whole of the different com-
partments are fitted with valves worked
from the upper deck, Tt is said that by
placing four thoueand tons of water in
the upper chambers, on one side only,
the dock may be tilted over so as to bring
the keel five feet out of water, a great
advantage in cleaning not ponsessed by
any other description of dock,

The largest warships have been suc-
cessfully placed on this dock and re.
paired.

Ireland Island has on it, in addition to
the tastily built cottages of the work-
men, the Naval Hoapital, Sailors’ Home,
Naval Superintendent’s house, and the
Commissioner's house, the latter being
quite an extensive mansion,
