“English Sparrows.

It hus been said that the pugnacious
sparrow .drivee away our native birds,
but g0 far as the writer's observation
goes, the oharge ha« little foundation in
fact, "Ouhers, ton, have observed a
large number of robios, blucbirds, and
chipypies nesting in the neighborhood
and that they are not melested by the
sparrows, A pair of robins selected a
tree near the sid:walk, not over fifty
fect from our front door, and many
times a day we sce the parent birds
gathering their food upon the lawn, and
never once, there or elsewhere, have wo
seen them disturbed by sparrows, A
blucbird had a nest in a house at s
neighbor's just diagonally across the
strect, and a chippy family of young in
a tree only a few rods to our left, and
vever once have we known of either
being molest-d. We believe the trath
to be that the vumerous shot-guas in
the hands of wanton dustroyers of in-
nocent  bird life, or in those who are
killiog birds for the millions to dress
hats with, are responsible for the whole-
sale destruction of native song birds, or
driving thew away more than the ever
present, active parrow, who is so busi-
ly engaged in providing for his own
wants or those ot his little house-hold,
that he has neither time nor inclipation
to war upon his inoff:nsive neighbors,
