type as those used for the Dreadnoughts.
The Simcoe was specially built for the
Government in England by the Tyneside
firm who built the Atlantic greyhound
Mauretania, and she s designed particn
larly as a nghthnu:o service vessel. In
le nglh she 180 feet, width 35 feet,
draws 14 feet of water and is fitted with
triple expansion engines ¢ capable of de
veloping a speed of twelve and a half
knots an hour. TIn view of the character
of the work the Simcoe is to undertake
she carries a monster winch, capable of
handling fifty tons at a time, as well as
a number of smaller winches, and a
steam launch. She is also fitted with

Russian Army to be Equipped With
Quick-Firing Howitzery
