The Liberal convention in Vegre-
ville yesterday was made the occasion
of a grand complimentary banquet
tendered by the Vegreville Liberal as-
sociation to the visiting delegates to
the convention. The banquet took
place in the Alberta hotel, and was
attended by over 150 visitors and de-
legates. g 2

Among the distinguished visitors
were Premier Rutherford, Hen, C. W.
Cross, attorney-gemeral; Hon. W. T.
Finlay, minister of agricilture; Hon.
Peter Talbpt, president of the Alberta
Provincial Liberal association; P. E.
Lessard, president of .the Edmonton
Liberal association, and Duncan Mar-
shall.

The menu was splendid and ths
speeches all of a high order. An im-
portant statement was made by Attor-
ney-General Cross with respect to the
taxation of the C.P.R. lands. He
stated that in conjunction the Sas-
katchewan government, the Alberta
government will ipstitute a new action
against the C.P.R. with respect to the
taxation of the lands granted to that
corporation through their charter.
This announcement was greeted with
most enthusiastic approval, which was
repeated when the attorney-general
announced that the C.P.R. had just
paid $121,640 in taxes to the province
for their branch lines.

Charles Gordon, president of the
Vegreville Liberal association, presid
ed. To his right sat Premier Ruther
ford, Hon, W. T. Finlay, Hon. C. W.
Cross. On his left sat the candidate
W. H. White, Frank Walker, M.P.P..
W. F. Bredin, M.P.P., and Duncan
Marshall, and W. D. Lees.

Delegates Welcomed.

Mr. Gordon, in his introductor:
remarks, welcomed the delegates tc
the town of Vegreville, econgratulated
them on the splendid issug of the e¢on
vention, and the untiy that character
ized the closing proceedings, He espe
cially welcomed the ‘meémbers of th-
Alberta government who had honorec
the funetionr by their attendance.

Senate and House of Commons.

To this toast was coupled the name
of Hon. Peter Talbot and Hon. C. W

Hon. C. W. Cross congratulated M»
White upon his nommation. M
White he said, was not new to th
House of Commons, having spen
some time there as a page many years
ago, His election to that House would

be unique in that respect.

Proceeding with his speech, the at
torney-general stated some featureg of
public policy he would like to see
adopted by the House of Commons.
This was the Hudson’s Bay railway.
The C.N.R. by an extension of 400
ny)le; could reach the seaboard, and
give the West a mew trade route via
Hudson’s bay. By this means it would
!w possible to take. ship to England
in a few hours from the capital of
Alberta. The candidates of this con-
vention, said Mr. Cross, should be
Qlﬂig@d to that poliey. Transporta-
tion was the supreme need of the
West. As far as the Alberta govern-
ment was concerned they had, in con-
junetion with the Saskatehewan gov-
ernment, been urging upon the Do
minion government the neeéssity of
undertaking the construction of the
Hudson’s Bay railway.

An Important Announcement.

Mr. Cross then took up the agree-
ment made by the late Conservative
government with the C.P.R. respect-
ing the construction of Canada’s first
transcontinental railway, By that
agreement the C.P.R. obtained a
large land grant which under seetion
186 was exempt from taxation for twen-
ty years atter the patents were issued.
It was thought that the period. of
exemption extended only for twenty
years from the date of the agreement.
He cited the cases that had been tak-
en before the court of the King’s
Bench in Manitoba, and the subse-
quent appeals to the Supreme Court
of Canada in the matter of taxing cer-
tain C.P.R. sections. For some rea-
son or other the appeals in these
cases had not been carried to ‘the
Privy Council. The Alberta govern-
ment drew the attention of the Do-
minien government to the matter. Ap-
olication was made by the minister of
justice for leave to appeal, but was
refused on the ground that the appeal
iad not been asked in time, The
government of Alberta did not intend
to“leave the matter in this state of
indecigion, and had been co-operating
with the government of Saskatchewan
to institute a new action against the
C.P.R.,.and finally determine whether
the municipalities had the right to
tax C.P.R. land. The costs of the case
would be amply covered by the taxes
paid by that company already to the
orovince of Alberta.

FOR CALGARY

Minister of Public Worlks Arranging
for a Government Exchange
in Southern City.

Bulletin Special.

Calgary, Dec.+6.—A very satisfactory
confe‘ren('e was held yesterday between
the fire department and the minister
Qf public works, Hon. W. H. -Cush-
ing, upon - the telephone question.
The meeting was closed, but it has
b2en learned that an agreement has
been arrived at and will be submitted
to the council at an early date. By
it the city permits the provinee to
use the strcets for the purposa of
putting in a telephone system. - The
city has the very best protection and
according to the agreement can take
over the line at an early date.

The rates that are to be charged by
the government are to be $30 for
business houses and $15 for house tele-
phones.  Though thére is no time
limit in the agreement the depart-
mient is of the opinion that the tele-
phones will be in use within one year
from the time that the agreement is
completed. ~Mr. Cushing stated that
the government linés in the province
were rapidly growing, and only ' the
other day he purchased the Maclzod
system, one of the main links in the
whole Bell system in Alberta. When
asked if he would string poles
through "the city, he stated that
though the agreement allowed the
government to do so, he was very
much, adverse to that system and
would have all the lines undérground
in the central portion of the city at
least. The prices in the agreemsent
hold for five years. At the end of
that time the city can take the line
oveér at cost, less depreciation. He
stated that as soon as the agreement
passed the city council he would have
plang prepared, and after the opening
of the legislature will commenee
operations. In speaking of the
govemnment long distance lineg, he
stated that in about two years’ timne
all the important towns in Alberta
would be connected, and by next
fall the governmént would have a long
distanc? line from Macleod to 1d-
monton, taking over the Bell if the
government ~ could get reasonable
terms. = Failing that, they would con-
struet a line of their own.

Mr. Cushing also stat>d that had not
application been made for government
or Mmiinicipal ’phones, the "cost to
Bell subseribers in Calgary wonld
havp” been greatly increased over tie
present rates existing here. It 1s
probable that the' Lorimer system, of
Peterhoro, will be installed here.

THE WORK ON THE
GRAND TRUNK PACIFIC

Was Delayed on Account of Severity
of Last Winter and Lateness of
This Spring—Report of Work at
Arinual Meeting.

Winnipeg, Dec. 6.—At the G.T.P.
annual meeting it was announced that
on account of the severe winter in the
Northwest and the lat® spring season,
contractors were very much delayed
in getting on with the work, but the
line has been coversd with'increased
foreés during the season, with the re-
sult that on thé’prairie section there
r>mains but a small portion of the
grading unfinishad, and “Ahe . track
laying is now proceeding rapidly be-
tween Portage la Prairie and Saska-
toon, to which latter point it is ex-
pected it will be complated during
the winter. The substitute: for the
bridge across the Saskatchewan at
Saskatoon is completed, and the stel
is now being erected, which, it is ex-
pected, will be completed so that
track laying can proeceed from
Saskatoon westerly, 200 miles, to the
Battle River, with the opening of
work in the spring, the grading over
thig potrtion of the line b%ing now
completed. At the latter point a large
bridge across the Battle River is also
under’ construction at the present
time. This point is 118 miles east of
Edmonton, to which latter place con-
struction work will also be proceeded
with next season. Tenders have been
reqiiested for construction of addi-
tional mileage from Edmonton wes-
terly about 120 miles.. Over such por-
tions of the line as have now bzen
constructed for the accommodation of
the farmers and settlers living along
the line that is practicable during the
construction of the railway, prior to
the official opening of the line, grain
has been earried this’ season.

Mount Temple Will be Saved.

Montreal, Dec. 5—David Me¢Nichol,
vice-president and general manager of
the C. P. R., denied this afternoon
that the wrecked Mount Temple was
abandoned to undeérwriters. Though
the position was precarious the hope
of saving her was not abandoned, and
the diver and cargo salvers were busy
till ‘the storm at noon today caused
them: to desist. They wil! continue
when the.weather clears. The Don-
aldson liner, ‘‘Cassandra,” sailing
from S8t. John in Degember, will re-
place her only two days behind the
schedule.

Grand Forks; B.C., Dec. "5—At a
meeting of the Grand Forks labor un-
ion held last night, there was astrong
feeling against accepting the lower
wage schedule offered by the Granby
Co., dand things today don’t look any
too promising for the resumption of
work at the smelter. Tt is repoited
that the Granby company may employ
men from elgsewhere, but that cer-
tainly will lead to serious trouble.
The company have not consulted the
union regarding the lower scale, but
stated that all the men wanting to
go to work on that bagis may do so.

No One at Work.

Grand Forks, Dec. 5—No one went
to. work at the Granby sfnelter this
morning, as the.labor union meeting
last night decided there was no com-
munication from the Granby company
for them to deal with, the matter of
lower wage scale could not be offici-
ally dealt with .by the meeting. The
general feeling, however, was against
accepting a reduction and the smelter
matters at Grand Forks is still in a
deadlock.

HIGHEST BIDDER

Foster Asks in Reference to McLeod-
Lessard Berths and is An-
swered-—Subsidies Paid

Ottawa, D2e. 5.—For the first time
this session it became the painful
duty of the premier to announce the
death of a member, Henry Lovell,
Liberal, of Stanstead. Mr. Borden
addéd a brief tribute. Business then
proceeded. Hon. Mr. Oliver introdue-
ed bills respecting the survey of pub-
lic lands and amending the immigra-
tion act. The object of the former is
to create a separate act of what now
is a part of the Dominion Lands Act.
W. F. McLean reintroduced his. bill
for a two cent fare on railways, draw-
ing att2ntion to the fact that the Cana-
dian railways operating in the United
States were carrying passengers there
for two cents.

Hon. Mr. Foster inquired ii any
timber limits had been granted dur-
ing the calendar yzar 1907 to Messrs.
MeLeod, Pobik dyy-and Leesardg
of Edmonton. Hon: Mr, Olivér re-
plied that no timber berths had_been
grapt:zd in the name of McLeod, To-
bin, Lundy and Lessard, but the fol-
lowing was granted to Lessard and
McLeod, 13, 61 two, three, four, and
five, these berths being on the Red
River and one on the upper streams
oi the Peace River in Alberta, com-
prising seventy: square miles.  Mr.
Oliver laid on the table the bids, which
showed these fo be the highest in each
case. The price was $1,000 in all,
but tha two last, whichh was $1,250.
Mr. Ames asked what grassing leases
had been made in 1906, and on behalf
of James Woods, A. W. Fleck and
D. M. Finnie. The minister r>plied
that the applications were made by
Messrs. -Beleourt and Ritehie for
Woods, Fleek and Finnie. No leasz
had been granted, but the two latter
transferred their appliecations to John
R. Craig, who was granted two
ranches, eacH comprising 43,840 acres
the leases being subject to cancella-
tion.

IRELAND LOOKS FOR AN
EARLY AGITATION.

Excitement Over Trial of Men Who
Drove Cattle Off Estates Where Ten-
ants Had Been Evicted.

Dublin, Dec. 6.—Scenes far more ex-
ciling than any yet witnessed are likely
to attend the pending cattle-driving agi-
tation in Ireland. “No agitation, no re-
sults in the House of Commons,” declare
the people who remember that the legis-
lation destined by this country has never
eome except fellowing periods of up-
heaval. z

To cite one of the most recent illus-
trations, Chief Secretary Wyndham had
half a dozen members of parliament in
jail before the land act of 1903 passed.
Failure of the prosecutions against the
cattle-drivers is seriously embarrassing
the government and there is talk of re-
v val of the coercion act. The gov-
ernment would not allow cattle drivers
to be tried in their own district§ and,
hoping to obtain convictions, changed
the venue to Dublin. However, . the
juries were not picked in every case, but
one disagreed.

Judge Wright who tried the case was
a strong Unionist and the trial resulted
in conviction. Judge Wright postponed
the sentence until all trials are over.
Lord Chief Barron has begun a series of
similar trials at Wicklow on men trans-
ferred from Longford. He starts out by
doing what no judge ever did before,
quoting and denduncing from the bench
the speech of John Redmond in Glasgow.

6.—The newspap-
ers of this city publish a sensational
story to the effect that an anarchist
plot against Emperor Francis Joseph
and Archduke Franeis Ferdinand has
been discovered. The story would ap-
pear to be founded on the fact that
the Hungarian. police we®e informed
refently that four well-known anarch-
ists had left Geneva for Huigary
with the object of making an attempt
on“ghe life. of Ferdinand. The police
have instituted a watch on the fron-
tier closely, but so far as known no
anarchists have entered Hungarian
territory. ’

Steeple Jack’s Peril.

Cleveland,. Dec. 5—Patrolman Hill
heard a  whisper “send help” over-
head, and saw a man suspended a few
feet from the top of the steeple of the
church, Our Lady Lourdes. The fire
brigade was summoned and cutting a
hole in the steeple, rescued Atrthur
ODonnell, steeple “Jack,” who with
face and hands frozen, collapsed from
the shock when rescued. He was tak-
en to the fire house, where restoratives
were applied: The man went to de-
scend at 3 p.m., but the ropes fouled
and he was not rescued till six.

JAPAN AND STATES
MUST STAY FRIENDS

So Takahira Says at Rome When In-
terviewed Concerning His Rumor-
ed Apbpoiniment.

Rome, Dec. 6—Baron Takahira said
yesterday that he had hard nothing
either officially or privately as to his
appointment to the Washington em-
bassy. .He had only seen, he said,
statements in newspapers and there-
fore could express no opinion as to
the reliability of the report. The am-
bassador after recalling his long and
pleasant “sojourn in Washington con-
versed at: length concerning the re-
lationg between the United tSates and
Japan.

“The most reassuring fact with re-
gard to- the -existing relations;” "he
said, ‘“is. that the Japanese govern-
ment has communicated nothing to
me in this regard and that the situa-
tionis far from assuming any ‘char-
acter of gravity; as otherwise, a¢cord-
ing to our custom, I would have been
notified. What happened in the Un-
ited States was merely an episcde in
the immigration and labor question
and not unlike what occurred in the
case of the Italians. It is an econom-
ic competition' arising from the fact
that as low wages are accepted by
the Japanese as were by the Italians.

“What I am sure is that both Wash-
ington and Tokio are animated by a
most sincere and earnest desire to
maintain good relations between the

two countries united as they are by|

so many ties especially in the com-
mercial field. I have noticed both
in America and Europe that people
not well acquainted with the Japanese
seem to dread our progress, exagger-
ating the meaning and consequence
of our recent victores.

“Travelling in Italy I have discov-
ered the same apprehension as exists
in America with regard to our com-
mereial. and manufacturing, power,
which is absurd.” When Japan was
undeveloped we only exported to the
Uhnited States without importing, and
now the balance of trade is equal and
undoubtedly will stand in favor of
America if our country grows gmore
prosperous.
