Gigantic Finds.
London, May 16.—Details of thé 

season’s results in exploration by the 
British school of Archaeology in 
Egypt, are described by Professor Pet- 
r‘p. as gigantic. An alabâstcr sphinx 

tVas found àt Memphis. 26 feet long 
and four feet high, which weighed 60 
tons. The face is as perfect as when
