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The Question of
Prohibition.

Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir,—Some time ago you inti-
mated your desire to hear the differ-
ent opinions of your intelligent read-
ers’' on’ their thoughts about the ulti-
mate fate of the so-called “Liquor
Question.” Since then I have watch-
ed and waited most eagerly for some
advances of logical admonitions or
other theoretical material, either for
or against absolute “prohibition, ma-
terial that would make the earnest
thinker still more thoughtful and in-
duce him to inquire into this most
vital problem that some future day
will constitute the most absorbent
topic and furnish the most important
question ever before /issued . in. . this
country to . be settled by the
suffrage of the people. I
shall not attempt to advance deduc-
tians from political economy. Time
and conditions have changed since
Adam Smith promulgated his “Wealth
of Nations.” Of such arguments we
have had quite a lot during the last
“Local Option Campaign.” The com-
parison of immorality with intemper-
ance is wholly absurd, and to control
morality by efforced temperance is
likewise unreasonable. Some of the
most noted criminals in history have
been radical abstainers, while some
of our most gifted men of genius,
word and deed have indulged in the
flowing bowl.” In this comparison
there are perhaps no two- individuals
alike, and to condemn a whole nation
and stigmatize them with inability to
manage their' 6wn affairs is ridieu-
lous. The effect of enforced prohibi-
tion can easily be proven by the back-
ward intelligence of the “Turk.” What
figure does he cut after twelve cen-
turies’ of :strict adherence to the laws
of Mohamet? The question at issue
must only' be viewed from the sociol-
ogical standpoint. The old adage “‘a
man’s mind is his kingdom” - holds
only good when applied to the indi-
vidual. A-man’s mind is- character,
his ‘will, 'his' judgment to discriminate
between good and evil, it is his seul.
If he chooses to abstain or not he is
at all times sovereign lord of his
present and future state of well-
being. The minds of the majority
on this liquor question can never in-
duce the minority to form a perfect
umion, since coercion ~and harmony
are incompatible.  Should’ the indi-
vidual be lacking of strength of will-
power and firmiess of character and
self-reliance, but - nevertheless = cast
his vote for prohibition, he is largely
degrading’ his manhoed and lowers
himself“to the-level of the criminzl;
who through fear or other motives
surrenders - himself\ to justice,- Nay,
he is worse, for by his vote he helps
to deprive his fellow-men of their lib-
erty to exercise their own free will
and hinders them to '‘act in accord-
ance to the dictates of their desires.
Abpsolute prohibition can' only be at-
tained by the combined votes of fan-
atical ' sentimentalists and: /kitten-
hearted men, All honor to the man,
who through conviction, or desire to
show example to his offspring or
others under his care, or‘through the
knowledge that he cannot control his

a_man if he abstains from ail strong
d¥ink.; But little honor to him who

his own neck with no other result
than part remorse after- he has voted
and part flendish joy that he ' has
helped dragging to his own' level men
of loftier ideals than he ever possess-
ed.~
