The Bhareholdere of the Dominion 
Telegraph Company met yesterday for 
the purpose of receiving Mr. Murphy’s 
report of his visit to Toronto to investi­
gate the affairs of the Company ; and at 
the conclusion of Mr. Murphy’s explana­
tions resolutions were passed censuring 
the Directors of the Dominion Telegraph 
Company, and declaring that from the in­
formation conveyed to the Quebec share 
holders by Mr. Murphy, the Company 
was proved to be unsound in its inception 
and management, and the meeting bound 
itself to resist payment of any calls made. 
Votes of thanks were passed to Mr. Wi- 
man, of the Montreal Trade Review, for 
exposing the Dominion Telegraph Com­
pany, and to Mr. Murphy.

Wellington Spring Assizes.
Court House, Guelph, April 20.

Cayley vs. White.—The defendant, 
White, had an execution against Michael 
Cayley, a brother of the plaintiff, in the 
hands of the other defendant, Fraser, who 
ie a Division Court bailiff in the County 
of Halton, and directed him to make the 
money in such execution. The bailiff, in 
endeavoring to do as he was directed, 
seized goods which the plaintiff claimed 
aa belonging to him ; whereupon the 
plaintiff brought the action against Mr. 
White and the bailiff, Mr. Fraser. The 
plaintiff was non-suited on the grounds 
—first, that he had given no notice of 
action as, by law required ; second, that 
he had not brought his action in the pro­
per County ; and third, that he had not 
brought his action within the time al­
lowed by law. Messrs. Lemon & Peter- 
eon for plaintiff ; Mr. D< Guthrie and Mr. 
Laidlaw, of Milton, for defendant.

Henna vs. McDonald.—This wae an 
action for slander brought by plaintiff, a 
farmer, in Egremont, against defendant, 
who is also a farmer in the same town­
ship. The language complained of was 
defendant amongst other things saying 
that plaintiff had forged a note and 
stolen some cattle. It was proved that 
both parties were men of good character, 
bttt unfortunately got into a quarrel at a 
tavern, and defendant being somewhat 
aggravated and excited charged plaintiff 
with the commission of these offences, for 
which the action was brought. Verdict 
for plaintiff and $25 damages. P. Me- 
Curry for plf. ; J. P. McMillan for deft.

Stevenson etal. vs. Me Vicar.—This 
case wag postponed till next assizes—the 
defendant paying costs of day. Mr. 
Freeman, Q. C., and Mr. O’Connor for 
plaintiff ; Mr. Shaw, of Walkerton, and 
Mr. Guthrie for defendant.

Guelph, April 21.
Moore vs. Sibbald.--Plaintiff owned 

a colt a few months old, and had no place 
to keep it. The defendant agreed to 
keep it at $2 a month for seven months, 
and the plaintiff borrowed $G.Q0 on the 

.colt. At the end of the seven months, 
.. the defendant uud plaintiff entered into» 

written agreement whereby the colt was 
sold to the defendant for $26, and the lat­
ter paid in cash to the plaintiff $20‘ in ad­
dition to the $6 already paid ; but.thero 
was a further provision in the agreement 
that if the .plaintiff should pay brek by 
S|fixed time the $26, with interest, the 
colt should again become the propertv of 
the plaintiff. The plaintiff was‘not 
heard of for a year, and s half by the de­
fendant, who then sold the colt, which 
was an entire one, for $250. Now the 
plaintiff brings an action for this amount. 
Judgment for defendant. Mr. Dunbar for 
plaintiff; M% Guthrie for defendant.

This closed the business before the 
Court, which adjourned this afternoon,
A greater number of casts have been 
tried at these Assizes than at any pre­
vious ones held in Guelph during the 
past ten years.

Dominion Parliament.
HOUSE OF- COMMONS:

Ottawa, April, 20.
Mr. Stirton moved an address for 

copies of all correspondence between the 
Governments of the Provinces of Ontario 
and Quebec and the Dominion Govern­
ment, relative to the settlement of ac­
counts with and between the same ; also 
* statement of moneys paid on account of 
«aid arbitration, and to whom, and all do- 
caments connected therewith.

A petition praying for aid to construct 
the Ottawa ship canal was received.

A message was read from his Excel­
lency transmitting copies of correspon­
dence respecting the Intercolonial Rail­
way.

Mr. Oliver inquired whether it was the 
intention of the Government to take any 
steps for the reduction of the value of 
American silver now in circulation in 
this country?

Hon. Mr. Rose said it was not the in­
tention of the Government to ask Parlia­
ment for further power to deal with this 
question.

“ Axe Grinding Considered as 
One OFTiiq Fine Arts.,t-TLu Ham­
ilton Times thus “ lays it on” to John 
Saudfield, the great axe grinder:— 
“We understand that a new work 
bearing the above title is in press, and 
will soon be issued. The author is a 
Mr. John Sandfield, who is the senior 
partner in the largest axe grinding 
firm in the Province. Mr. Sandfield, 
we believe, is the practical man of* the 
concern, and has given the subject the 
almost undivided study of* a life time. 
The various kinds of grindstone best 
suited to the various kinds of axes 
will be made a speeciality in the forth­
coming work. It will be remember­
ed that the author advanced some cu­
rious theories on this subject about 
two years ago, in several speeches 
which he then delivered in this city.”

The Fertile Belt.—The ‘fer­
tile belt * along the Saskatchewan, the 
Red River, the Assiniboinc and other 
rivers which fall into Lake Winnipeg, 
contain 198,000,600 acres, 75,000,000 
to 100,000,000 of which arc fit for 
cultivation. Their cost is at $300,000 
only amounting to three quarters of a 
cent per acre, or a tenth less than Mr. 
Seward paid for sterile, icy Alaska.

Howe Elected. — A telegraph 
despatch from Halifax, on Tuesdaÿ 
night, gave the election returns from 
Hants, and states that Howe’s ma­
jority is about 300- The other elec­
tions which come the same day in 
Nova Scotia, resulted in the election 
of anti-Unionists.

Queen 'Victoria will visit Switze­
rland again this year, and make also a 
trip to Sicily and Greece. She will 
avoid Florence and Rome, and go by 
eteamer from Genoa to Palermo-
