OUR COUM Y ROADS.
y The -mjost important work which 

lies before the County Council next 
week, will be to settle on some plan 
for .managing and keeping in proper 
repair tltti' different County lloads. 
The Council at its meeting in June 
last abolished the tolls, and at its 
meeting in December passed a resolu­
tion authorizing the immediate sale 
of the toll houses. Very soon, there­
fore, the last vestige of these venerable 
and unsightly institutions will have 
passed away, and the resident in the 
County, as well as the traveller, can, 
if he choose, ride from the south end 
of Puslinch to Clifford without paying 
a cent impost. This is certainly a 
great boon, and one which we arc sure 
he people of this County will heartily 
ppreciate. Even under the old rc- 

gime> when a traveller had 
two-pence or four-pence every six 
miles, he would much rather have 
doue so for the pleasure and comfort 
—to say nothing of the saving in time 
—of tiavelling'over a good road, than 
to have hie team floundering through 
the mud, or hopelessly sticking in 
some rut. Still,the community almost 
universally regarded the toils as a 
vexatious tax, and in reality no profit 
to the Connty. At the same time, 
now the tolls are removed, they do 
not wish thé roads to be neglected, or 
to get out of repair. Though there 
is not the same» amount of travel on 
some of them now as there was before 
the County was permeated by rail­
roads, they ai;e as yet as much a 
necessity and convenience as they 
ever were. They arc the main 
arteries by which all our home and 
foreign travel is carried on. They 
have helped to raise this County to its 
present high possession, and should 
not now,be thoughtlessly left to their 
fate as if we had no more use for 
them.

No one'for a mdmjent hesitates in 
the assertion that our County Roads 
must be kept up in as efficient a state 
as they ever were. The difficulty is 
to obtain a united opinion in regard 
to the best mode of managing them. 
Some are in favour of repeal­
ing the By-laws by which they were 
assumed as County roads, and hand­
ing them back to the Townships 
through whose territory they pass. 
Others again believe it will be better 
for the'Countÿ to continue to manage 
them as before. We are decidedly in 
favour of the latter , course. The 
County Solicitor has already uven hi#- 
opinion, that irf regard to roads origi­
nally built and owned by Joint Stock 
Companies., and Which were subse­
quently purchased by the County, the 
Council have not the power to pass a 
By-law disannulling ihc assumption of 
them. Such being the case, it would 
be roily to hand over a portion of the 
roads back to the Townships, while 
the remainder are kept up by the 
County. Besides, it would be unfair 
to some Townships to have them 
thrown back on their hands Tike 
for instance the Township of Nichol 
through which there are some 19 
miles of gravel roads. That Town 
ship would have far more rhan its 
own share to keep in repair. It would 
form a grievous burden on the rate­
payers of that municipality,who would 
have to keep up that length of road 
for the people noith and south o.'thcm, 
an l who . might use it more than 
they did. Another evil might also 
creep in under this system. One of 
these roads, we will suppose passes 
through two or three Townships. 
One of them might keep up the road 
in a very efficient state, while another 
might neglect it. We would thus 
have a few miles of good roa I, and a 
few miles more of very bad, which 
would be a great inconvenience, and 
a positive loss to travellers- We are 
satisfied it will not do to have the 
roads under Township management.
It would be impossible to propor­
tionate the work which each would 
have to do with any degree of fairness.
It would be equally impossible for 
the County to haye thn. direct con­
trol and oversight, over the Town­
ships which it would have oyer its

Let. us hope that the deliberations 
will be S3 conducted, and the deci­
sions arrived at so wisely framed, as 
to reflect'credit upon the assemblage 
which may fairly claim to represent 
the tracing and manufacturing inter­
ests of the whole Dominion.
