By a resolutio not the city council 

on Monday night, all appropriations 
from the publicity and entertainment 
bylaw must be approved by the recep­
tion committee before they will be 
passed upon toy the council. This re­
solution wa* adopted to prevent the 
over-expenditure of the $12,000 provid­
ed by this bylaw. Last year every 
committee took a dip into the fund, and 
at the end of the year the council 
found itself with a deficit of about 
$11,000, to be met out of this year’s 
current revenue.

When the recommendation of the 
railways and new industries committee 
for an expenditure of $300 for eight 
billboards to advertise the city’s In­
dustrial sites was submitted to the 
council last Monday, it was referred to 
the reception committee. Now the 
chances are rather small for the bill­
boards.

Out of the $12,000 appropriation 
grants amounting to about $7,000 must 
be taken. The Natural History society’s 
grant of $1,000, the Poultry associa­
tion’s grant of $1,000, the Rifle associa­
tion’s grant of $500, grants approrimat- 
ing $2,000 to the bands, and sundry 
small grants, make up this amount. The 
sum of $1,200 has already been appro­
priated to the Typographical union for 
preliminary publicity to secure the In­
ternational Convention in 1914, and 
$800 to the Plumber's convention. This 
leaves the committee with a very email 
margin to complete the year.

Several of the aldermen on the com­
mittee have already expressed their 
disapproval of the idea of adding more 
billboards to the unsightly collection 
already in the city, and it is not at all

HAMILTON DIVORCE IS 
tV, REFUSED BY SENATE

Ottawa, May 13<--For the third 
time since confederation the the Do­
minion senate declined to grant di­
vorce after it had been recommend­
ed by the committee an divorce. The 
first came was many years ago, and 
the second was on the application of 
Andrew Hamilton. It was upon the 
same applicaTion that the senate re­
versed the finding of the committee 
yesterday.

Senator Kirch offer in reporting 
the finding of the committee, com­
plained that xhe committee was con­
stantly faced with the possibility of 
having its judgment overturned by 
the members of the senate, who 
from religious convictions were op­
posed to divorce altogether. Tw° 
years ago this case was up and the 
members of the senate had been 
solicited to oppose the finding of the 
committee and had done s°. Since 
then the Qjebec courts had granted 
separation and had given custody 
of the children to the father. The 
committee had secured evidence of 
a very painful character and had de­
cided that the divorce should be 
granted. He hoped in dealing with 
the finding the members would c0n- 
suit their judgment only.

The senate defeated the motion by 
a vote of 24 to 20.

Hamilton is now manager of the 
Canadian Bank of Commerce at 
Quebec. Till three years ago he 
filled a similar capacity in Portage 
la Prairie. At that time he sought 
for divorce from his wife and the 
committee approved of the applica­
tion but the senate at large threw 
out The proposal.

BULGARIANS LOST 33,195 
IN BALKAN WAR ID 

53,500 WOUNDED '
International Naval Force Will 
Occupy Scutari Today an-d 
Montenegrins Will Evacuate

and Alberta, But* Were Sur­
prised With What They Have 
Seen; Consider Calgary Best 
of All Western Cities

London, May 14—An interna­
tional naval force will occupy 
Scutari today and the Montene­
grins will then begin the evacua­
tion. Official figures of the Bul­
garian losses in the war published 
at 'Sofia yesterday give the follow­
ing estimate.: killed 330 officers ; 
29,711 men ; wounded 950 officers, 
52,550 men; missing 3,195. .

A conference of the Austrian 
and Bulgarian ministers will be 
held today to arrange for further 
demobilization, now the Balkan 
peace is assured.

tion to make further announcements.”

Although this is the first visit of 
the two officials to Western Canada, 
both are well informed as to condi­
tions here, and are enthusiastic in 
their praise of Calgary and the dis­
tricts through which they have passed.

Watching Western Canada.
“We have not taken this step with­

out keeping well informed of condi­
tions here for the past year” said 
Mr. Blanchard, interviewed at the 
King George hotel last night. “All the 
head officials of the company have had

It was 
quite apparent that the opposition de- 
sired to create such a scene that sev­
eral of them would have to be carried 
out on stretchers. The remark was 
greeted by shouts of disapproaval 
from the opposition benches and 
Speaker Sproule ruled that it was not 
parliamentary. __ . .

Col. Currie said that he would take 
it back He did not know what the 
intentions of the opposition members 
were but they had created a scene and 
had used language which should not 
be permitted to appear in Hansard.

Mr D. D. McKenzie, of Cape Breton, 
said that theprevious speakerhad gone 
far, but had not said much about the 
real points at issue. He said there was 
nothing personal in this motion of cen­
sure but the opposition was not to be 
drawn away from doing its duty to 
the house and making an effort to 
maintain free speech because of any 
fear that they might, in so doing, 
tread on the toes of the deputy 
speaker.

Mr. Middlebro (North Grey) said 
that looking at the new rules it was 
at once apparent that in turning to the 
premeir, Deputy Speaker Blondin was 
doing exactly what it was his place 
to do, that he was justified in doing 
so and that to do anything else would 
have been improper.

“The opposition has been fighting, 
this naval bill for two and a half 
months for political expediency,” said 
Mr. Middlebro. “They are following 
the advice of the “rough h ou sers” who 
appear to have got control of that side 
of the house.”

Might Without Right.
Mr. Oliver (Edmonton) said that the 

spirit in control of the government 
was might without right and while ho 
supported the resolution of censure as 
applicable to the chairman of commit­
tee he did nut want to be understood 
as excluding from that censure the 
government and the party that was 
supporting them in the house.

Mr. Oliver, Continuing, said that by 
changing the rules there had been an 
attack on the rights and the liberties 
of the people, through their represen­
tatives in parliament. He never saw a 
parliament in which there was less 
delay in carrying on public business
