text, will go to Russia and Germany, the 
Russian communication being sent by 
mail. The texts will only be published 
when the documents intended for Rus­
sia have reached their destination.

Therefore, it continues, the council 
gives great values to the collaboration 
of the United States, both in the pre­
paratory work of the committee and the 
disarmament conference itself. It con­
cludes with an expression of hope that 
the time will come when all nations will 
be making efforts toward the attain­
ment of the common goal, and that the 
council will be able to count on the 
full co-operation of the government of 
the United States tn a work which so 
closely affects the peace of the world.

League leaders are unanimous in hop­
ing that the country across the Atlantic 
may see its way clear to some sort of 
participation. The point Is made that 
the United States might be able to pre­
sent useful information concerning the 
economic and industrial aspects of the 
disarmament problem.
