The Admiralty court was filled on Monday 
by sealing men to hear the case brought 
against the schooner E. B. Marvin, which 
had been seized for alleged infraction of the 
Behring sea act.

Chief Justice Davie, local judge In Ad­
miralty, presided.

Hun, Mr. Pqol»y 
read the statement of olalm, 
that the E. B. Marvin, Captain W. D. 
Byers master, was seized by Captain 
Hooper, of the U.S. cutter Rush, on Septem­
ber 2 in Behring sea, in lat. 56° 25' N. and 
long. 172* 59' W. The vessel had on board 
when seized 386 seal skins, “ including the 
akin of one fur seal which had been killed in 
Behring sea by the use of fire arms by some 
person in euoh ship.” The Marvin was 
then seized, sent to Dutch Harbor near 
Onnalaska, and there handed over to Com­
mander Garforth, commanding H. M. S. 
Pheasant, and was then ordered to Vic­
toria. The charge was that the Marvin had 
used firearms to kill seals contrary to the 
Behring sea act. The manifest of the cus­
toms officer at Attn on July 29 showed that 
there were then on the Marvin 1,152 filled 
brass shells, 903 empty brass shells and 138 
empty paper shells, In all 2,193.

Lieut. F. 8. Van Boskerck, U.3.N., first 
lieutenant of the Rush, testified that on 
September 2 he had 
Marvin in Behring 
examined
One of these skins had, in his opinion, been 
shot. He had counted the ammunition and 
found 1,081 loaded brass shells, 734 empty 
brass shells, 44 loaded paper shells and 170 
empty paper shells, in all 2,093, showing a 
discrepancy between the manifest and the 
actual number found. He made the count 
very carefully and was assisted by Lieut. 
Ballinger of the Rush. The vessel was 
then seized. The mate had stated that if he 
had seen the skin the vessel never would have 
been seized. The guns on the Marvin were 
not plugged, as is usual on sealing vessels, 
to keep the barrels from rusting. He noticed 
on the breech of one what looked like 
powder marks. The skin which was the 
cause of the vessel’s seizure was here pro­
duced in court, and, after examining it, the 
witness pointed ont a hole. He had tonnd 
336 skins on board and did not know how 
the apparent discrepancy occurred between 
that number and what was mentioned in the 
statement of claim.

Ae a result of the exchange of telegreme 
between the representatives of the Powers 
and their respective governments, lasting 
nearly all Saturday and this morning, an 
important meeting of the ambassadors was 
held today, when the situation was 
thoroughly discussed. It was decided to 
send fresh representations to the Turkish 
mlnbter for foreign affairs, Tewfik Pasha, 
renewing in much stronger language the de­
mands addressed by the ambassadors to 
Said Pasha on Nov. 5, Insisting upon being 
informed without delay what measures the 
Turkish government contemplate to restore 
order in Asia Minor, and reminding the 
Turkbh government that it haa already 
been notified of the intention of 
the Powers, while acting to concert, 
to take their own steps in the matter, should 
it develop that the action of the Porte b in­
adequate to deal with the state of anarchy 
now prevailing to Antolia. The Sultan still 
refuses to believe that the Powers are in ac­
cord as to the action to be taken by them in 
case of the Porte’s failure to restore order in 
the Turkbh empire. No amount of per­
suasion seems strong enough to bring Abdul 
Hamid to reason, and the opinion b freely 
expressed that nothing short of a naval de­
monstration will awaken the Turks to 
realization of the actual state of affairs.

The news from the provinces continues to 
be of the gravest nature, and the fear exists 
that the mobilizing of the army reserves, 
which is progressing so slowly, might just as 
well have been left alone. The general im­
pression prevails more strongly that Euro­
pean intervention in the affairs of the Turk­
ish empire will soon become absolutely 
necessary in order to aver t further and more 

•serious bloodshed.
Some echoes of. the utterances of the Mar- 

qnb of Salisbury at the Loid Mayor’s ban­
quet on Saturday last have reached here, 
the main feature quoted being hie statement 
as tojthe concerted action of the Powers to­
wards Turkey. But the premier’s remarks 
are not eonaidered as forcible as hb previous 
utterances on the same subject, when parlia­
ment assembled after the general elections,

dations of thé 4^0were regarding Armenia.
Then again it is believed that even if they 
were actuated by the beat intentions, the 
Turkbh authorities have let matters run 
until they are now powerless to stop the 
constantly growing movement among the 
Kurds, who are continuing on an inoreased 
scale the work of massacre, fire and rapine.
That they are either acting under direct in- 
struotione from Yildiz Kioeh, or else with 
the secret approval of the Sultan, nobody 
here seems to doubt, and thb conviction be­
comes stronger ever day. It is true a semb­
lance of activity is displayed by the Porte.

It b announced to day that the Porte had 
decided to call out many reservists, and 
steps were taken to send 120,000 soldiers 
against the Kurds, but to view of the finan­
cial situation here, it ie considered, more 
than doubtful whether the Porte would be 
able to carry out its plans, even if the gov­
ernment had a genuine desire to suppress 
the uprising which has now become almost 
general throughout Armenia.

It was stated this afternoon that Bafcari 
Pasha, who was diembsea from the govern­
orship owing to his ill-treatment of the Ar­
menians, on the representations of Britbh 
Ambassador Sir Phillip Currie, and who on 
Saturday night was decorated by the Sultan 
with the grand cordon of the Osmanlch or­
der “ as a reward for good services,” Is to be 
appointed to a command on the Turkish 
troops going to Zeltoun.

The number of victims of the Bairburt 
massacre ie now reported to be 1,500, and it 
is estimated that the total number of Ar­
menians, men, women and children, killed 
during the most recent massacres exceeds 
10,000, and that the total b being constant­
ly added to.

In spite of the desperate efforts of the 
Turkbh authorities to suppress the real f»cte 
in the case matters are daily growing 
in the province». Massacres and depreda­
tions are reported from the Eastern prov­
inces, in which the Kurdbh tribes are said 

" to have perpetrated atrocities more terrible 
than any before credited to them. It Ie 
stated upon apparently good authority that 
whole districts of Erzetoum and Slvas, 
have been devested by the Kurds, who have 
wiped village after village out of existence, 
and sword and fire are sweeping over the 
country.

The rioting and bloodshed at Ereeroum 
the scene of eo much bloodshed in the past, 
are said to have been much more serious 
than any reports previously pnblbhed 
have pictured it, and it is asserted that 
even the presence of Shakir Pasha, with 
his troops, failed to stop the massacre. 
Unresisting Armenian men, women and 
children were bludgeoned to death by 
hundreds in the streets. A traveller 
who arrived here recently from Treblzond, 
says he met between Erzeronm and Baibnrt 
300 women, who fell on their knees by the 
roadside imploring protection, saying their 
husbands were murdered and they were 
starving and homeless.

Under oironmstanoes like these it is not 
to be wondered at if the most sanguine doubt 
the possibility oi restoration of order with­
out the intervention of the Powers. If:
