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RISEMEN HONOR
THEIR PATRON SAINT

Sons of Erin at Banquet Board
* Fittingly Celebrate the
Seventeenth

(From Thursday's Daily.)

A banquet in honor of St. Patrick’s
Day was held last evening at the
Dailas hotel. It was largely attended.
The chair was occupied by H. B.
Thomson, M. P, P. To his right was
Mr. Justice Martin and on his left was
A. E. Smith, the United States con-
sul. The hall was beautifully and ap-
propriately decorated, the predominat-
ing color being green. Festoons of ivy
hung from the ceiling over the table,
while dainty bunches of the “dear lit-
tle, sweet little Shamrock” adorned
the board. The repast did credit to
the management and, after it had been
done thorough justice, the toast list,
which gave scope for a number of ad-
dresses, all of which were of a patrio-
tic character, was introduced and car-
ried through with characteristic en-
thusiasm.

“The King,” was proposed by Mr.
Thomson, who presided. He called on
-those present to do honor to the King
of “Ireland and Great Britain”  His
reversal of the customary phraseology
- was_ greeted with chéers and the re-
sponse was no less spontaneous. Then
followed the “President of the United
States,” with whose name was coupled
his local representative, U. S. Consul
-8Smith. The latter spoke of the trans-
-cendent ability of the present occu-
pant of the chief post at the command
of the people of the great republic of
America. He commented ©on the fact
that a great portion of the population
of that nation hailed directly from, or
were descendants of, natives of the
Emerald Isle, Wherever met with it
was noteworthy that they were well to
the fore in the several lines ‘f busi-
ness which they had espoused in their
native country. (Cheers.) He went
on to refer to the different Irishmen
who had gained renown In the ser-
vice of Great Britain and of the United
States and closed by stating that
where the stars and stripes waved
close by would be found the Union
Jack. The two great Anglo-Saxon
races were one in the desire to main-
tain peace throughout the world and
he was confident that this desirable
state of affairs would always continue.

Frank Sehl rendered a solo in admir-
able style and then R. S. Day spoke in
response to a toast “Ould Ireland.” He
spoke at length in a reminiscent man-
ner, stating in effect that the anniver-
sary of St. Patrick recalled memories
of the days in the youth of those pres-
¢nt—the days that had been spent on
the “ould sod.” In looking back all
that had been at all unpleasant was
banished in the recollection of the
picture of their native Island, the only
spot on earth where flourished in all
its native splendor the dear little, sweet
Shamrock. There were some present
perhaps who had mothers and fathers
in the old land and he had no goubt
that on this occasion they wished them
41l possible happiness and good luck
(erthusiastic applause). To the Sham-
rock, the emblem of Ireland, there were
three leaves. Mr, Day portrayed these
.as typifying love, valor and wit. He

* claimed that in these three character-
istics the Irishmen outshone any na-
tion on earth. ‘He élosed with several
quotations from popular Irish poets, all
of which were cordially received.

A. St. G. Flint, the promoter of the
entertainment, was accorded an ova-
tion when asked to speak. He intro-
duced his remarks by the assertion
that he was a modest man, at which
claim a number of those present ap-
peared to demur. He went on to say
that he had been twenty-one years in
Victoria: For some time the anniver-
sary of St. Patrick’s Day had not been
celebrated. Before the Klondyke rush
there had been an organization known
as the Sons of Erin, but with the ex-
citement a large number had left for
the gold flelds. This had resulted in
the disarganization of the body. Now
that it had revived, however, he hoped

. it would bhe maintained. Here Mr.
Flint introduced a story illustrative of
the efficiency of Irish dew as a remedy
‘for ‘' the prevailing ailment termed la
grippe. He then went on to read a
number of ‘letters from invited guests
who had been ‘unable to grace the oc-
.casion -with their presence. These
communications were from Hon. Rich-
ard McBride, Hon. R. G. Tatlow, Hon.
Thomas Taylor, ‘His Worship. Mayor
Hall, Pred Davey, M.P:P. All expres-
sed their regret at their enforced ab-
‘sence. With' a few appropriate con-
.cluding remarks Mr. Flint took  his
séat, whereat there was another out-
burst of applause. >

Romance Begun in San Fran-
cisco Ends in IH-Treat-
ment and Neglect

e (From Tuesday’s Daily)

Ill-treated by her brutal husband,
with whom she ran away from San
Francisco a little over a year ago, her
delicate_condition aggravated by the
severe beating which .she received
from the man while en route to this
city from Honolulu on the Moana a
month ago, Helen Davey has ended her
young romance with her life.

A week ago last Saturday the eigh-
teen-year-old girl wife expired at St.
Joseph’s hospital and her body bore
to the grave the marks of the treat-
ment inflicted by her brutal husband.
The circumstances of the case were
such that the local police authorities
felt called upon to investigdte, the
more so by reason of the fact that

to become acquainted with the facts
of the case. Although he knew his
wife was in a very serious condition
and there was every chance that she
would expire, the husband after plac-
ing her in the hospital here a month ago
remained in the city but a few days,
leaving for Seattle. It was only when
he received word that she was dying
that he ‘returned to WVictoria, but he
was too late, the girl dying the day
he reached here,

On February 10 the Moana reached
Victoria. On board were Mr. and Mrs.
Edward T. Davey. They were booked
through from Honolulu to Vancouver
but owing to what had transpired up-
on the boat and the illness of the wo-
man, they were allowed to land here
on the distinct understanding with the
immigration authorities that they pro-
ceed at once to Seattle. Davey, a
well set up man of about 40 years of
age, was no sooner ashore than he
complaiued to the officials of the con-
duect of the rhip’s officers toward his
wife. On the other hand the captain,
doctor and other officers told a story
which branded Davey as a brute of
the first magnitude.

Brutal Behavior,

Coming over on the boat Davey
drank heavily, so heavily in fact and
treated his wife in such brutal man-
ner, that the captain was forced to in-
terfere and in response to the woman's
complaints she was moved to another
stateroom and the husband barred
from seeing her. These circumstances
were related to the immigragion offi-

clals and the pair were allowed to land
but on the distinct understanding that
Davey was to take himself #nd his
wife to Seattle as soon as possible. He
came up town and registered at. the
Queen’s hotel, where they remained

until ‘the 12th wheni the woman was

removéd to St. oseph’s hospital, on
the advice of Dr. Fraser.

In the meantime the provincial
police. were comimunicated with and
an officer detailed to investigate. He
visited Mrs. Davey at the Queen's
hotel, but whether she was too fright-
ened to say anything concerning her
treatment while on the boat the fact
remaing that she declared that nothing
had transpired and she had no com-
plaint to make against her husband.
¥For about a week after her removal
to the hospital Davey hung about the
city. He applied to Chief of Police
Langley, stating that he had been
formesly a member of -.the Harbor
police at San Francisco, but as he
could show no discharge papers he
could be given no employment even
had there been an opportunity of help-
ing him by giving him police work.
Davey stated that he was hard up, his
wife was ill in thg hospital, that he
had been suspended from the San
Francisco force for marrying his wife,
wiho was then under age and that the
case had become so notorious in San
Francisco that the newspapers had
.made it too hot for him and he was
suspended. N

Suggests Forgery.

After failing to secure work here
Davey went to Seattle. From there he
wrote two letters to his wife. He was
not seen here again until a week ago
Sunday, the day after the young wo-
man expired. While in Seattle Davey
in his effort to ' secure employment
sought to induce Mrs. Davey to aid
him by underhand methods. He wrote
her to send him a letter of recommen-
dation which he would copy in his own
hand writing. He urged her to make
the recommendation as “strong” as
possible and suggested that she use
the names of Mayor Hall, Chief Lang-
ley, Chief Ward, head of the Seattle
police force and Chief Cook and Capt.
Conoy of the Sanm Francisco police
force and the names of several Catho-
lic priests. These names evidently
were to be used to give weight to his
application for:work. The woman ap-
parently did not write the letter of re-
commendation as requested. In a se-
cond letter which reached here the
day Mrs. Davey <died, the man wrote
that he was in a Seattle hospital un-
der the name of Ruggey, that his tem-
perature was 105, that he had terrible
pains in his chest and he felt he was
about to die. He. failed to state how
it was that he could indite a letter
with his temperature soaring to such
a height, and the fact that the follow-
ing day, Sunday, he arrived here, evi-
dently in his usual state of health
would indicate -that he was attempt-
ing to play on the girl's leve for him-
self. But his arrival here was too late.
His wife had passed away.

Calls ‘Fon Mother.

‘While she was in the hospital a Mr.
Spencer, a street preacher, was
brought to the hospital by Davey prior
tc the latter’s reparture from the city.
After Davey’s departure, Mr. Spencer
visited the woman several times and
induced him to write a letter to a Dr.
Young, a relative in San Francigco,
telling the latter that she was in the
hospital here, was dying and urging
him to tell her mother to come to Vic-
toria. This Spencer did, taking oeca-
sion at the same time to add a post-
script on his own behalf, asking: if
there was any opportunity for a man
of his calling to secure a livelihool in
San Francisco.
munication was referred to the Chief
of Police at San Francisco, for a few
doys later Chief Langley was tele-
graphed to by Chief Cook to send all
particulars of the case.

After his wife’s death Davey re-
mained in the city for some days and
endeavored Lo secure money \here-
with to pay the funeral expenses. His
brother in Honolulu forwarded $50.
He paid the undertaker $35, kecping
$15 for himself, giving promises for
the balance of the sum owing for the
interment which was made in Ross
Bay.

.Davey stated to Chief Langley tbat
he had secured a position under ex-
Chief Wappenstein, of Seattle, on the
exposition police force at Seattle, and
a few cays after his wife died he left
for that city. - |

A Runaway Match.

From advices received from San
Fancisco it appears that Davey met
his wife when she was a mere girl
Her varsnts made great opposition to
the match as Davey’s reputation was
such that they desired him to discon-
tinue his attentions. The girl was
evidently infatuated with the police-
man and finally they ran away to
Hoenolulu where they lived neariy, a
yvear, finally coming over here ‘on the
Australian boat.

A sister of the young wife arrived
in the city a day or two ago to inves-
tigate the circumstances of the girl’s
death. While in the hospital, it Iis
stated, Mrs. Davey expressed her fear
of her husband and hinted that he had
been involved ‘with other women to
whom he had behaved in a brutal
manner. The full facts of the casz so
far as Victoria is concerned nave been
forwarded to the San Francisco au-
thoritles. %

Vancouver, March 16.—The work of
putting in a new unit of ten thousand
horse power at the power house of
the B. C. Electric Railway company
is progressing. J. D. Schuyler, the
well known fengineer engaged on the
new plans at Coquitlam lake, paid his
first visit to the work yesterday since
his visit to Panama as one of the en-
gineers who accompanied Mr. Taft.

Considerable work has been done, he

says, and it is expected that the ad-
ditional power can be delivered in
July. At present they are laying a
new pressure pipe from the dam to
the power house, five or six feet in
diameter, with a 400 foot head pres-
sure at the iower end. This pipe will
supply the water for the new water-
wheel and generator of ten thousand
horse power, which is about the larg-
est one ever made. The water-wheel
and generator are expected to arrive
in July, and that will mark the com-
pletion of the scheme.

SIMPSON AND SHRUBB
ARE WORKING HARD

Long Distance Runners to Meet on
20th Inst, in Canada

Toronto, March 16.—Both Simpson
and Shrubb, who are to meet in a
twelve-mile race at the armories bn
the 20th, were out working yester-

day.

The  Indian was up at the Central

he tore off three or four miles, while
Alfred spent a couple of hours up at
the varsity track. - Shrubb ran about
three -miles.. The Englishman prefers
riynning in the open, but it was too
slippery and dangerous.

This race
was planned some weeks ago, but the
New York race and the Buffalo fiasco
prevented it.

PRISONERS IN PANIC

New York, March 16.—Panic for a
short time was threatened tonight
among the 1,600 city prisoners on
Hart’s Island, at the entrance of Long
Island sound, when fire, said to have
been caused by defective wiring, was
discovered in a large frame building
used as a shoe shop. There were no
prisoners in this building at the time,
but from all the domitories the flames
could be seen, and the prisoners mani-
fested great uneasiness. The authori-
ties took immediate steps to quell any
attempts. at escape by warning the
prisoners that the guards would shoot
anyone who tried to get through the
lines. There was some difficulty in
fighting the fire, as the water mains
failed to work properly. @A dozen
keepers and forty trusties finally got
it under control. The shoe shop was
a complete loss, but the fire was not
allowed to spread to any of the other
buildings. The loss is $30,000.

Hart's Island, located at the extreme
northern boundary of Greater New
York, includes a branch of the Black-
well’s ‘Island workhouse, a city refor-
matory, and the Potters’ field. About
a third of the prisoners are women.
