There were people who sincerely
believed that brass could be turned into
gold, there are ‘people who believe in the
Anglo-Tsrael craze and the great pyramid
craze, Educated men of commonseense do not
argue with the crapk, Science goes
calmly on her way; the world waxes in
civilization and progress despite the small
percentage of fools who areeafnest enough
in their follyto merit the namo which was
the bequest to society of the late Mr.
Guiteau.

It is pleasant to reflect that women are
never cranks, They have too complete a
oconception of the entirety of life to exag-
gerate any one detail, Their thoughts are
altogether in pursuit of an objective point,
whose reistions extend to every situation
in feminine existence, the supreme oonsid-
eration of dressing more becomingly than
other women. This excludes the frivolous
tendency to dwell om any obe
particular craze, since to dress well has
what Herbert Spencer would call ‘‘a mul-
titadinous simultaniety” adapted to every
phase of her ever-changing activity, Her
drees is the form in which her religiod
expresses itself in relation to the toilets
of others of her sex on Sunday, it is a main
clement in determining her fate in matri-
mony. Of course there aré women cranks,
bat their womanhood vanishes in inverse
ratio to their crankiness, Of the woman
with a mission it may be said, as Charles
Kingsley’s Ugly Princess said of herself:

“J am not good enough for men,
And so am, given to Ged.”

They are not pleasaut enough to fit in
with the ordinaty conditions of life, and so
become unwomanly oranks, Did not the
great lexicographer remark of a female
preacher: ‘‘Sir, it resembles the case of a
member of the canine race perambulating
on stilts; the marvel is not that she does it
well, but that she does it at all!”

The end of the great French poet, his
poaceful demise, and his eplendid funeral
