The health of the Queen having been en-
thusiastically drunk, Mr. C. N. Smith,
first  vice-president, proposed ‘‘Canada.”

Sir Oliver Mowat.

Sir Oliver Mowat was loudly cheered
when he arose to speak.

of the St. Lawrence and English on the
shores of New England. - His refer-
ence to the final settlement on the Plains
of Abraham was loudly cheered. Thus
the hon. gentleman showed: his appreciation
of deeds of valor in days gone by ; “but,”
said he, “I am sorry to say thut those who
propose Imperial Federation have placed it
on the most narrow basis possible.. The
chief advocate of the project in your eity
has based his argument on the military de-
fences of the  Emvpire. "I know enough of
the history of England to know thatishe can
settle her battles singly. [Loud applause.] I
know Canada’s little army could not help her
much. - [Laughter.] Your ancestors and
my ancestors filled Europe with the blood
of their armies. Thank Heaven, and God
be ever praised for it, it has been left for
this generation to see the bannérs of Eng-
land and France floating side by side on
the ramparts of Alma, Balaklava and the
smoking ruins of Sebastopol.” [Cheers.]
Who Are the Enemies of England?

In answering this gelf-imposed question,
Mr. Laurier said: Perhaps at 'some indefi-
nite period England and Russia may be in
conflict on the frontier of India.

But for such a contingency we do not
need Imperial Federation. 1f the day ever
comes when Kngland is in danger there is
not a Canadian, whatever his race, who
would not give his money and his blood for
the security of the Empire. [Renewed
cheering. ]

When the apostles of Imperial Federa-
tion lay the basis of their claims upon the
military defence of the Old Country 1 tell
them they are behind the times; the age is
passt for this.

Trado the Great COlvilizer,

We look to nobler aspirations. The great
agent of civilization in this 'century—both
in this country and in England—ig trade.
Give me a union which will be based upon
the laws of trade, which will make
the peoples more prosperous not oamly
here, but in the Old Sod as
well; and if such a union can be achieved,
1 am for it every day of my life. [Cheers.]

The principles for which “Céobden and
Bright ff;ught are being adopted all over
the world. - England has adopted -them,
and America has proclaimed them. Therein
I see a possibility of a union, not only of
empire, but a union to include all countries
issuing from England. The Anglo-Saxon
is the greatest commercial race the world
has ever seen.

A Panegyric of John Bright,
A moment ago I mentioned the name of
John Bright, and there was certainly no
man who stood higher for breadth of thought
and purity of motive than he. In 1876
when the American Union was celebrating
the one hundredth anniversary of its inde-
vendence, John Bright wrote to friends in
New York, speaking of England and the
United BStates: “Two Nations, One
People.” Why should not we enlarge the
thought of Jobn Bright and say, ‘“T'hree
Nations, One FPeople ’? . [Loud cheering. ]
‘This is My Policy.

This is the policy which, in my humble
position as & member of the Liberal party,I
would advocate, I have received mo man-
date to speak in the name of the Liberal
party on this question. But this is the
policy I bave in view and which I believe
to be possible for vhis Canada of ours.

In 1863, M. ‘Rouher, Firet Minister of
the Emperor Napoleon, speaking of the
development of" civilization, said: “The
equilibrium of the world no longer rests on
the Alps and the Pyrenees, but the eqaili-
brium of the world rests upon two hemis-
pheres—Europe and America.”

These words impressed me as full of
meaning. The only distinction to be made
is this: that the world is steadily pro-

He then referred to the possibility of an
attack ‘being made upon the nations com-
posing the. triple alliance—Germany, Aus-
tris and Italy—and said if such an sitack
was made the chief onslaught of the at-
tacking forces would doubtless be directed

of the triple ‘alliance.  Experience had

‘best for Germany to take the offensive.

To do that would require that the armies
e alliance have a considerable
ynumerical superiority. As matter of fact
int of numbers. Germany’s long eastern
- {Hrontier ially could only be protected
by employing offensive tactics. An offen-
sive policy was a good policy. It meant
short wars with quick victories and lasting

results.

All this could be obtained only by assum-
ing the offensive. Germany’s present forces
would no longer suffice againss the increased
strength of their might-be opponents. The
Government, therefore, would. not be able
to take the responsibility of the future de-
fence of the country unless the armaments
were increased.

In the course of his speech Chancellor
von ivi made extended reference to the
| internal condition of France. That country,
he said, was in a state of ferment. Though
there was no statesman in that country at
the présent moment of such prominenceias
to be likely to seize power the probability
of o dictatorship was not to be excluded
from German calculations. ;
Speaking of the renewal of the triple alli-
ance upon :the expiration of the present
treaty the Chancellor said that a renewal,
though hoped for, was not absolutely cer-
tain. .
