“Anarchist** Defined In Law.
Washington, June 25.—One result of the 

assassination of President Carnot was the in­
troduction in the House to-day by W. A. 
Stone (Pa.) of a bill defining the term 
archist” and providing penalties for crimes 
attempted by Anarchists.

Lyons, June 85.—The police have obtain­
ed the following information in regard to 
the movements of the assassin Santo. After 
leaving Italy he lived in Lanpanne and 
eva, Switzerland, and afterwards in Lyons. 
From this city he went to Cette, France, 
where he spent the last year working at a bak­
er. He reached Lyons from Cette at 6 o’clock 
Sunday evening. His real surname is Ceeario 
and hie Christian name San Hierouimo. 
He is 19 years old. While in Cette he 
ed 30 francs a mouth, besides his board and 
lodging. He was sober and industrious, but 
taciturn. He was a great reader and out­
spoken only when Auarobist theories were 
discussed. The police official who went to 
Cette to trace the assassin had an interview 
with Mme. Viala, who keeps the 
baker shop in which the murderer 
worked. She says Ceeario left her em­
ploy Saturday, having given up his place on 
account of a quarrel. He receiv 

1 money due him and disappeared. He left a 
a box containing his effects in his lodgings. 

This the police opened, but found nothing 
compromising therein. Cesario purchased 
the poniard with which he committed the 
murder Friday. This discovery gives rise 
to the belief that his quarrel i6 the baker 
shop was merely a pretext for leasing Cette 
and coming to Lyons to fulfil the murderous 
mission to which he was assigned by his as­
sociate Anarchists.

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Paris, June 25t—When the sitting of the 
Chamber of Deputies opened at 2.20 p.m. to­
day Casimir-Perier, President of the Cham­
ber, aroee with a paper in his hand.

The Westminster Gazette says: The foul 
murder of President Carnot will cause a 
shudder throughout the world, “The same 
heart,” said >1. Carnot, speaking at the 
Lyons Exhibition just before he was murder­
ed, “beats in every French breast.” That 
being the case, every Frenchman is feeling 
something of the fatal stab and is ready to 
cry for vengeance and demand repressive 
measures against dangerous popular liber­
ties. No historical justification for such a 
course cau be found. Anyone raised to a 
supreme position in any state, republic or 
autocratic, inevitably becomes a mark for 
the conspirator or the maniac.

Lyons he will be hurt. Somebody will stick 
a knife into him while he is riding 
about town.” The police believed 
that Vielly might 
accomplice, but M. Benoist, the examining 
magistrate, did not attach much importance 
to the evidence in question, thinking that 
Vielky was merely un Anarchist braggarts 
The police in Montpelier, near Lyons, went 
this afternoon to the house of the Anarchist 
La bone, who is believed to have harbored

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liWas Expelled From Milan Last Year.
Rohe, June 25.—According to advices 

from Milan, Cesario, the assassin of Presi­
dent Carnot, was born at Motta Visoonte, in 
Lombardy. He was expelled from Milan in 
1893 and took refuge in Switzerland. The 
Italian police notified the Swiss. aud French 
authorities of his expulsion as a dangerous 
character.

Plundered and Wrecked Cafes and Mobbed 
Italian Workmen.

Paris, June 26.—The French workingmen 
in Grenoble yesterday threw the tools of 
their Italian comrades from the wharves and 
factories and threatened them with violence. 
A thousand paraded the streets cheering for 
France and cursing the Italians. They tore 
down the flag at the Italian Consulate, en­
tered the office and wrecked the furniture. 
They also defaced the Italian coat-of-arras. 
Later they plundered and wrecked several 
cafes.

Paris, June 2&.—Several Italians 
attacked by a mob in the Qua Montebello 
to-day and the most strenuous efforts of the 
police were required to save their lives. 
Subsequently anti-Italian demonstrations 
were made in front of the Italian Embassy 
and Consulate. Both were promptly sup­
pressed by the police.

Italians Fearful For Their Safety.
Only after the special train left Lyons for 

Paris did the indignation of the street crowds 
lead to violence. One mob was guided by 
members of the athletic societies who went 
to Lyons to take part in yesterday’s fetes. 
The athletes carried flags, which they waved 
before ;the rioters as they shouted their 
demands for revenge. A dozen shops owned 
by foreigners were looted and the rioters

Two 
cafes, which had not been closed in obedience 
to the order for mourning, were mobbed.

Carnot's Death Au Irreparable Loss To

London, June 25.—The Standard says M. 
Carnot’s persistent devotion to Republican­
ism would avail him nothiag in the opinion 
of men to whom all existinr forms of govern­
ment are equally odious. They will not suc­
ceed in effecting the destruction of society, 
but they may succeed iu necessitating such 
restrictions upon liberty as will throw back 
the progress of self-government for an in­
definite period. The effect of this terrible 
event on the French people will be to rouse 
their indignation to the utmost point, and 
should it turn out that it has been either 
directly or indirectly the work of the Anar­
chists well may they expect that new and 
more stringent measures will be immediately 
adopted for suppressing this murderous or­
ganization. ,

The Times says: “The death of President 
Carnot is indeed a grave loss to France, if 
not an irreparable one. Toe President was 
not a man of genius, but he filled very 
adequately the position to which be was 
raised.

DROWNING DISASTERS OF A DAY. 1HOW CAHNOT DIED.

Hie Last Word» Were, “I am Glad My 
Friends Are Here.**

Mme. Carnot, accompanied by her sons, 
Francois and Ernest Carnot,arrived at Lyons 
from Paris at 6 o’clock this morning" by 
special train.

Mme. Carnot, with her sons, entered a car­
riage and was driven immediately to the 
Prefecture, where the body of her husband 
was lying. Her eons and the officers 
of the President’s household accompanied 
her to the bedside. Mme. Carnot stood 
trembling as she gazed at the face of the 
dead, but shed no tears, though all about her 
were weeping. The details of the lest mo­
ments of President Carnot are these: The 
Archbishop of Lyons reached the pre­
fecture at midnight. Hé was at once ad­
mitted to the bedside of the dying President, 
where he remained alone with^he wounded 
man for a few minutes.

The Archbishop withdrew to the adjoining 
room vyilo the doctors renewed their atten­
tions to the dying man. Within a quarter 
of an hour after the archbishop left tne bed­
side the death struggles began, and.the arch­
bishop was recalled to the room. The pre­
late administered the sacrament of extreme 
unction to the dying man. .

Dr. Poucet asked the President, “Do 
you know your state î” M- Carnot, who was 
then breathing feebly, replied, “Yes, I 
dying.”» : \

The archbishop said, “Your friends are 
around you.” President Carnot, in an almost 
inaudible murmur, said, “I am glad to tiud 
my friends here.”
