Superintendent Goodman reports that 
the water at Thames Park is better 
than ever before, owing to improved 
filtration installed by the engineering 
department of the Utilities Commission.

“You can see almost to the bottom of 
the pool at the deepest point,” Mr. 
Goodman declared after his first visit to 
the pool this morning, and he added 
that there is apparently nothing to he 
alarmed about at this popular center for 
this season at any rate.

The river is admitted to be In poor 
condition so far as slime and filth is 
concerned, but a sandbar has been con­
structed across the river some distance 
from the pool and this prevents a lot of 
refuse from the gas works from getting 
near the pumping apparatus of the civic 
pool. Then, in addition to this, double 
filtration beds have been constructed at 
the pump.

As a result of these precautions the 
■water reaching the pool is as clear as 
crystal and it quit£ fit for bathing pur­
poses without the least danger of infec­
tion.

With the arrival of warm weather it 
Is expected that the crowds of yester­
day and this morning will become even 
larger as the days pass. At all events, 
expert supervisors are on the job at 
every center in the city and organized 
games will be under way in the course 
of a day or two.
