A HISTORY

It will then trace the progress of the British in Nova Scotia in war, in settle-
ment, and in legislation, in the form of annals; bringing the chain of transactiom
down to modern times.

BMany battl:s and sieges which affected the fate of this and many other partsof
North America will be noticed.  Among others, the sieges of Port Royal
(Annapolis), of the fort in St. Johu harbor, those of Jemseg and Nazhwaak, and
the two sieges of Louisbourg, aiso that of Beausejour,—all of which occurred
within the original territory of Acadie.

The writer was induced to undertake this work, by observing the success of the
Record Commission of Nova Scotia, in collecting a mass of manuseripts which
contain information that was before wholly inaceessible, regarding the early events
in this country. Among these are the correspondence of the French governon
with the ministry at Paris, copies of which were procured from Canada, and the
eorrespondence of the British governors with the Sceretaries of State, &c,
ebtained from the State paper offices in London.

Bvery availalle source of information has been investigated elosely, to obtain
full materials from orizinal and authentic documents, both printed and mauuser'ph
20 that everything valuable connected in any way with our early history might bs
preserved.
