lected has been embodied in a valuable
repott, which thows (infer alis) that
the inhabitanis of Canads, Notway and
Finland, ate very temperate indeed -
almost total abstainers=as compured
with thote of Sweden, Bcl{ium {which
has free trade fn liquory, Holland,
and Dennark; which last State ton.
sumes five times as much apirit per man
as any of the three fint named cold
countries. The United States consume
rather less spints per man than Great
Btitaln, but more than twice a3 much
beer.  In Prance, which uses far more
spitits than England—lo say nothing of
a prodigioys quantity of wmne=deaths
from dnnking are on the inczeate. A
very careful examioation which was
alio made of the Gothenburg system,
shows it Lo have beerr a failure. The
authors of this report, whilst speaking
in terms of great admiration of the sue-
ceuses achieved by the temperance
movement in the United Kingdom and
m America, which now contain respee-
tively fire and efght millions of total
abstainers, despair of anysech greatre.
sults n France, Germany, » Switeer-
land. The Swiss have, tnerefore, on
theit recommendation, passed 3 law
whih gives the Government & mono-
poly of the sale of all spants, whether
made at home or abroad. We are not
sanguine, homerer, as 10 the resvlt of
this experiment, for, as Dr. D le
suggests, it is not eaty to see how a
Gosetnment can either prevent or re.
