example. Edmund Burke said of it :—t It i
the most unjust system to dlsgrace a king-
dom and dertroy a race that 8 man ever fn-
vented.” Montesque sald of ft :—w Thut
aystem of English law could only be made by
fiends.” Quiet, statesmanlike Montesque,
not excited by tho platform, writing in his
study, with burning indignation, says of the
legislation of Congress for vne hnndred
yoarg : It conld only have been made by
flends. It ought to be written in blood ; the
ouly place to register it is hell.” (Loud ap.
plause.) This is the verdict of our race, the
verdict on the legislation by whioh wa have
ruled Ireland substantiully for one hundred
fifty years.
IN CONCLUDING,

is n copy of France, (applause), uatil, in-
stead of 8,000 owners of twenty milfion
acres, there are at leaat a million owners,
and every farmor has in bis own hands
the means of providing his bread.
(Applause). If your noble farmers and
the aristocracy quit the land and shelter
themsetves in Burlin and Londen, thank God
‘you ate rid of them. (Applause). Thoy never
uddsd anythiog to the character nor to the
strength of Irvland. Her strength ia the in-
dustry and loyalty, the courage of 15,000,000
of [rlsh blood (sapplatse), two-thirds here in
America and one~third at home (upplause)—
never separated. Make her cause ar much
yours, as if, in the providence of God, she
were loosed from ber foundations. Oh ! would
to Gond she wero—and were here fn the waters
of Masguchusetts Bay. (Thuoders of ap-
plausa.)

I find that the
estimated cost of tho construction, andalso the
difficulty of making terme of agreement with
the Great North of Bcotland Rallway Com-
pany are so much great.r than counld have
bean anticipated, that I have come fo the
conclusion that the ohject mnst bs aban-
doned. You will doubtless share with me
the diaappointment caused by this declslon,
but that feeling will, I trust, be somewhat
modified when I Inform you that taking Into
counslderntion the unfavorable circumatsnces
by which agriculture has for eome time been
affocted, I have determined to relleve wy
tenants from payment of the half-year's rent
due next June.—Yours faithfully, % Asm.

ARRIVAL OF THE ALLAN LINE
STEAMER MANITOBAN.

Some attention has naturally been attracted
to the Allan Line steamer Manitoban, which
was reported to have loet her propallar In
mid-Atlantic while on the voyage from Bos-
ton to the Clyde about ten days ago, and was
then known to be making for her destination
under canvas, The Manitoban, under com-
mand of Captain MoDougall, left Boston om
the Bth nlt. with a general cargo of pro-
duce and a number of live cattle. Aboat
the end of the month the Anchor-
Line steamer Assvria, which arrived:
st Barrow from New York, reported’
having pasred the Manitoban about 150 miles .
off the Fastnet proceeding under cauvas,.
snd sahsequently she was reported at anchor:-
sbout 30 milea south of Queenstown, awalt-
ing assistance. On Monday Capt. Orawford,:
