I
forget the exact language—but he charac-
terises a great American paper, possibly
the greatest in tue world, the New
York [Herald, as a ¢“vile centemptible
rag,” it being the only representative
of the great American TRepublic that
did not sympathize with bim, Gentlemen,
I must say tor myself and you wounld under-
stand my meaning if any of you h-d been to
America, that these statements in reference
to the citizens of the United States are unjust,
unfounded, and calumnious. When I speak
ot the American people I mean native born
citizens of America. They are not respon-
sible for the mere feelings of those who are
but fresh immigrants among them. They
are a great and noble people and are proud
of their free institu.ions which they derived
from ouv common law or which were
established by their British descent. They
are not Socialists, on the cootrary they re-
spect the rights of property and enforce them.
I read with pleasure in their primary school
book of instruction to tbe young that thoy
are bound in every relation in life to observe
their contracts. They do not sympathize with
crime. Theirsympathies are everywhere ex-
tended to every race and clime where the
people are oppressed. But in the United States
there is no sympathy with crime. On the
contrary, gentlemen, they are a peaceable,
law-abiding people, blessed with the greatest
virtues, and above all and before all with
unbounded bospitality. 1 have beep in-
duced to make these observations by a state-
ment which is found in a letter addressed to
a public journal of importance in England.
The writer, speaking of the land mov-
ement, eays, most unjustly, that it is
sustained by American ruffianism, and
not native sedition, I say that the statement
is uterly untrue. I can only conceive that
the writer of the letter, whean he spoke of
American . ruffianism, meant the returned
emigrants, some, and only some of whom,
having failed in this country becanse they
were not industrious or honest, having failed
equally in Americd, have been cast back
upon our shores with their original vices,
strengthened by contact with the soum of
emigration, which always is to be found in
the precincts of New York. His Lord-
sbip then explained the law of con-
spiracy, and took up the speeches of
the Traversers singly.

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AUSTRIA AND ITALY.

PROPOSAIL OF THE ITALIAN IRBEDENTIBTS TO IN-
VADE TilE AUSTh’AN TYROL.

Loxpox, Jan. 24.—The Vienna correspon-
dent of the Standard telegraphs as follows :—
Intelligence has reached the Goveroment
that subscription lists are secretly circulating
in Italy for the purpose of raising funds to
enable the Italian Irredentista to invade the
Austrian Tyrol.

RAILWAY ACCIDENT.

A PASSENGER TRAIN ON THE ST. LAWRENCE &
OTTAWA RAILWAY RUNS OFF THE TRACK AT
OBGOODB.

OTTAWA, Jan. 19.—The Montreal and To-
ronto morning express on the St. Lawrence &
Ottawa Railway, due hero at 6.30 a.m., left the
track at Osgoode station. It isreported that
n number of passengers were injured. Rail-
way wires smashed.

The accident to ihe express train this
morning was caused by a broken rail,  The
ftrst class car and Pulinan went off the track
and rolledover the embankment iuto the
ditch. They were both fairly filled with
passengers, who were tumbled about inall
directions. The railway employees set about
immediately rescuing the passengers, which
was done with some difficulty aud after some
delay, and as the doors could not be moved
axes had to be used to cut a way into the
carriages. In the meantime the passengers

were emptied among the passengers and
seats. One of the pnssengers siates that had
the cars caught firo nothing could have
rescued them.

A great moajority of the passengers were
iojured, but none suricusly, the wounds con-
sisting for the most pnri of scratches and
bruires. Among the injured so far as known
arn Miss Fellowes, Ottawa, cut on the neck;
Madam Von Holmkor, of Cobourg, severe
scalp wound; Mr. ¥rank Shanly, Ottawa,
slight scratches; Dr. Whalen, slight cuts
and bruised. Among the passengers on board
were Mra. Mackenzie, wife of Hon. A. Mac-
kenzio ; the two Misges Carling, danghtors ot
Hon. John Curling, aud several western
laulics and gentlemen whose names havenot
yet been leamed. [he railway authoritiey
nro very reticent ar to the occurrence. Gn
Dr. W. H. Brouse reaching the sconme of the
accident, he at once administered to the
necessitios of tho passengers according to the
wravity of their injuries, but, ns stated al-
ready, with the exception of the lady from
Cobourg and thoe others mentioned, he found
most of the travellers suffering from the
shock produced by the sudden aceident.
