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EXPLOSION IN A QUARRY,

POTR MEN KILLED AXD SEVERAL PERSOXS JN-
JOURED BY DYNAMITE CARTRIDGES.

1ruro, N.S., Dec. 23.—At 625 o'alack
this morning & terrible explosion of dynamite
oocurred at McDonald’s lime quarry, five miles
2outh of Brookfield, eleven miles fram Truro,
which resulted in the death ot four mexn snd
the wounding of two more persona. Contrary
to the usual mode, and despite the protesata-
tion of tho cook, Mary Harris, Mr. McDonald
placed a kettle full of dynamite cartridges in
a lurge pot containing hot water, ard ?he
whols was put on the stove in the bonrd_xng
hounse in order to thaw out the explosive.
The cook had just retired to another room to
eat her breakfast when the dynnmite_egcploded
with terrific force, completely raising the
house, Men rushed up from the quarry near
by and parties were at once dispatched to
telegraph for doctors, The names of the
killed and injured are:—Alex, McDonald,
of Teraroc ; Flay MoDenrmid, Jae. Hoff-
man and Edward Wessell, killed, and Harry
Hinds and Mary B8arris ibjured. The
scene of the accident presented B dreadful
ADpBArance, and the bodies of the_kxllad,
an they were recovered from the debrie, were
terrible to behold, The body of Alex. Me-
Donald was dreadfully lacerated, and his legs
were broken in several places. A valise o.

HUMAN SACRIFICE.

"HORRIBLE CUSTOMS8 FPHEVAILING IN THE UPPER
CONGO REGION.

The revolting custom of human sacrifica is
carried on to a horrible extent on the upper
Congo river, principally by the DBa-yanzi
trites. All slaves, both men and women, are
liable tp this barbarity., These people ars
under the impression that a man dyirg in this
worid is simply tiansferred to another, thera to
carry on exactly the same existénce, requiring
the same food and a‘tendance, Upon the
death of n chief his relatives or friends kill
about half his slaves, men and women, togo
with him, they say, to attend to his wantaand
to_rerve for his prolection, 1t being very
irfra diy fora chief to make hia entry iuto
the next waorld without a ceriain following, The
women are struogled ; a rope is put around the
neck of the yintim, a mao clitba & treg and ties
t.hn_ml;: +Db a branch, the womnn be,;ng held up,
0 that when thay let vo she isswung 1n mid air
in her dying struggles. Thesq ciuvo great merri-
ment among the spectators, not thinking that at
least & great many of them will ehare the same
fate sooner vriater. The men are beheaded, The
vietim i8 seat2d on a log of wood ; two stakes
are then driven into the ground, oze on each
side of him. and as high as his shoulder;
bands are then put around his body, inclosing
it in these stakes, then two atakes are driven
by his knees and two by his ankles, one at each
side, and he is securely bound to them with a
rope. A ring of cane is then put around the
neck, with severnl leaders of atring, which are
drawn up and tied up ia a knot above his head ;
a pliable pule ahout eighteen fest long is then
driven into the ground, nine fect from theman’s
seat. It is bent down just asbove the man’a
head. This being now nt very strong ten-
sion, the whola body is quite immavable,
nud the neck is stretched to its full ex-
tent. The executioner then makes his
appearance, He makes o chalk mark on tho
poor fallow’s ueck, then with one blow severs
the head from the trunk. The epectators at
this seem to Jose control of themselves, They
tear down the head irom the pole, and thereis a
ghastly scrimmoge for it, often resulting in a
tree fight.—Illustrated London News.

If, instead of & man wo:king himeulf to death
for unmarred daughters, and then leaving
them ignominious!y denendent upon male re-
lations, he educated them 1o independence,
made them able bhath to maintain and protect
themnelves, it would save him and them a world

There
are any quantity of good lambe offered, and
there seems to bs & good demand, and the sup-
ply of mutton holde good. There is but littls
doing in eggs, and for fresh ean bo found in the
market the good womnn who takes care of the
Biddies, having evinz evidantly salted down
her stock for the Lenten season.

Luast week there were raceived at the Glyw-
ceater fish markeb 418,000 lbs. of codfizh, 120,300
1bs. halibut, 20 bbls of mackerel and 40 bols. of
herring. Codfish sold st vess-l+ at $3 per bbl. ;
herring sold at §5 to §5.25 per bbl.

There were 6,890 boxes of chieese offered at
Woodstock, Ont., yesterday, and the market
wan active, 775 boxes of September selling at
107e. At Little Falla, N.Y., G663 boxes sold at
9¢, and rome, over 1,000, at 104c to 107c.

¥ive steamers have been employed at New-
foundiand in the seal fishing and among them
gecured a catch of 51,550 senls, the Terra Nova
having 25800. In 1886 the sesls cought at
Newfoundland numbered 41,880. The yield of
senl vil this year in between 900 and 1,000 tans,
and, inclusive of skins, the value of the fishing
may be estimated at from £33,000 to £35,000.
The vnlue for 1886 was given at £26,000. Add-
ing the value of the Newfoundland seal fishing
—£33,000—the agﬁre%te value of the three
fishings—Greenland, Davis Strai‘s and New-
foundland—is hrought up to £56,059.

Thore has been delivered st Kingston this
season for transhipment 5,888,082 bushels of
wheat, 933,757 bushela of carp, 315,062
bushels of pese, and 66 340 bushels of rye,
The bulk of the grain came from Duluth,
Chicogo and Po:t Arthur., From Daluth
direct the consignments were 3,153,639
bushels of wheat and 54,492 hushels of corn,
and via Toronto (83,155 bushels of wheat and
§4,497 bushels of corn. From Chicago direct
there were recoived 859,427 bushels of wheat
and 367,921 bushels of corn, and via Toronto
50,926 bushels of wheat and £60.587 bushels of
corn. Port Arthur sent 557.317 bushels of
wheat direct and 3,461 hushels via Toronto.
In the carriage of the grain there werse en-
gaged 139 propeliera, 258 sailing vessels, 459
barges.

Sacteh potatees, with some consignmeats
of the same vegetable from Ireland, sre being
imported into the States in oconsiderable
quantities, Thie is the first time that this
bas been the case for five years, although, oft
and on, thers have been small cargoes brought
over aod disposed of in New York city. The
present movement of the Scotch product be-
gan about a month ago, and since then tho
potntoes have bcen arriviog at the rate of
30,000 sacks a week. The duty on these
potatoes is 15 cents & bushel of 60 pounds
weight, As they come they bring an average
price of §2 25 a eack, The price is nat parti-
cularly remunerative, but it makes the im-
portation pay fairly well. The stock brought
over is of be.ter guality than the native pro-
duct this year, When potatoes were brought
over from Sootland five years ago they were
hurried ncrosa the ecean in any shape. They
came in tramp-soiling vesrels and everything
else, and arrived often in pretty poor condi-
tion, This time they are being transported
in regular liners and reach the market in
good condition,
