THE WALKING LEAF.

The walking and clinibing leaves of
Australia were for over half a century
considered the greatest of natural won-
ders. A party of sailors wandered inland
and sat down to rest under n tree. A
great wind shook to earth several dead
and brown leaves. These presently be-
gan to show signs of life and crawl to-
wards the trunk, which they ascended
and attached thewselves to their reapec-
tive twigs! Hence the sailors, who
promptly ran away, said the plice was
bewitched. But the simple fact turned
out to be that the so-called leaves were
really leaf-shaped insects, having long
pendulous lega, which could be folded
out of sight, and possessing the chame
leon-like power of varying their colour
to correspond with that of the foliage
they are clingingto. Uponbeing shaken
to the ground, instinet has tanght them
to seek the shelter of the friendly leaves
again ns soon as possible. These friendly
lenesv are frequently found in the woods of
Llinois. The farmers call them “animat-
el twigs,” as they exactly resemble o bit
of the tree. They are greem when the
trees are green, hut as soon as the foliage
changes t%xey becomebrown. The writer
of this was sitting under a tree reading
in the woods of Southern Illinois, when
one of the “twigs,” a8 it was supposed to
be, dropped on the page. It moved and
thus revealed its Mdentity. Its nature
scemed to be that of & worm and its
vitality that of the very lowest. It died
as soon as removed and scrved as a book-
mark for many years.

SAVED BY AN EGG.

When Robert Surcouf, the famous
French corsair, was in the Malay
Archipelago he went one day, with two
or three of his ofticers, to dine with a
friend on an island &t some distance from
where his ship Iny at anchor. After din-
ner his servants returned first to theship,
hiz friend having offered to send Surecounf
back in one of the island hoats,a pirogue.
“The King of Corairs” and his officers
might well have dreaded a trip in a
pirogue, for they lud tlemselves wit-
nessed & most tragic occurrence a few
days before. A pirogue, manne:d by
saveral of Surcoufl’s own sailors, was re-
turning to the ship, when one of the
enormous sharks which frequent those
waters attacked and upset  the
frail craft, and threw its occupants into
the sea. Three ol the sallors were
drowned or became victims of the
monster before help could reach them.
Tust as Surcoufl’s pirogue came in sight
of the ship, a huge shark appeared, and
approached so near that oue of the
ruwers struck him a heavy blow with an
oar. “ What & good shot he would be!
What a misfortune that I have not my
gun ! exclaimed Surcouf, whose_gun
and knife had gone back to theship in
the other boat, in charge of one of his
servants. The absence of weapons was
indced a misfortune, as was very soon
apparent. The shark swun very near
the boat, and with & sudden movement
nenrly overturned it, Therowers hast-
ened. He followed, his crucl jaws open,
the probability of his destroying the
boat amd sending to ‘the bottom the per-
sons in it becoming every moment
greater. The negrocs stopped rowing,
and atiacked him with the oam.  With
his tail he struck the boat a blow that
nearly capsized it; and its oceupants,
with the exception of Surcouf, were now
almost parniysed with fear. It seemed
as if there would be but one end to the
struggle. Already the shark’s teeth had

the boat. Surcouf thereupon seized an
egg from a lunch - basket, apd taking
alm, threw it o that it broke in the
monster's throat. He closed his jaws,
seemed to taste the dainty mouthful ap-
preciatively, stopped swimming, and
presently disappeared. The rowers did
not wait to see whether his attention
was distracted temporarily or perman-
ently, but pulled vigorously until they
reached the ship. Surconf and his
friends decided to eat an oceastoml
omelette in memory of that shark,
whose taste for eggs was happily keener
than his taste for human flesh.
A REVENGEFUL SNAKE,

Those who are familiar with the habits
of snakes say that when a person kills &
siake he must look out R)r its mate.
The following tragic incident of & cobra’s
vengeance is related of Andrew Fischer,
an employe of the Madres Railway
Company :—“One day, while seated in
the verandah of his bungalow, he ob-
served two large cobras in the barren
plane immediately in front of the houses.
Arming himself with a stout stick he
proceeded to the spot, and encountered
the snakes. He suceeeded in killing one
of them, while the other, which had bheen
but slightly wounded, managed to es-
cape. Mr. Fischer, hunted about for the
runaway, but ccould not find it. He
then returned to his bungalow, and rest-
vd for some time, as he was off duty,
Later inthe day he prepared to go tu
his work, and with that object got out
his clothes te, dress. He sat on his cot,
and was about to put on his shirt when
he felt something bite himm on the back,
He turned round, and, to his horrar,
found asnake on the cot behind him,
which he is said to have recognised ns
the cobra he had wounded that morn-
ing. He immediately sought relief, and
and all kinds of . remedies were npplied,
Lut to no effect, and he died in the
evening” It is commonly believed
among the Hindoos that no animal is
more revengeful than the cobra, and
that if an attempt is made to kill it, and
it is fortunate enough to escape, it never
gives itself any rest until it has wreaked
vengeance upuon its assailant,

THE FARM.

Pekin Ducks.

A correspondent in the Country
Gentleman writes as fcllows on this sub-
ject :—

In your issue of July 23 1 notice an -
quiry about the breeding and muanage-
ment of Pekin ducks. Having had some
cxperience in the line, perhaps I may
offer some suggestions that will interest
your correspondent.

The Chinese breed of ducks | called
Pekin, from the capital of China,) is the
most popular variety in this country,
and, without doubt, is bred far more ex-
tensively than all other breeds of ducks
combined. It possesses an attractive
appenrance, independent of its economic
vilue, being of & creamy-white plumage
throughout, with deep, vellow bill and
orange-colored legs, showing in strong
contrast. Add to this, massive weight,
good vellow skin and tender, juicy mieat,
and we have & bird worthy the attention
of every practical poulterer.

In breeding ducks of any variety, it is
of first importance to select large old
breeding stock, from which to eecure
cggs for hatching purroses. Ducks from
two to four years old lay larger eggs,
which in turn hatch larger and more
vigorous progeny than is the case with
younger breeding stock. The Pekin
usually begins to lay in January or Feb
ruary, and continues four ur five months
laying well nigh every day during this
perivd.  As soon as the fock of breeders
1s laying freely, the eggs should be incu-
bated in order to insure large fine duck-
lings, There nre strong points in favor
of early hatching. First, the parent
stock then possesses maximum vitality,
and second, a long season is given the
ducklings for development. Asthe duck
is not particular where she lays her egg,
it is necessary to confine her in the pen
till the middle of the forenoon, in order
that the eggs may all be laid inthe coop.
The fertibty of the eggs is surprising,
gometimes reaching 90 per cent. Period
of incubation is four weeks, during the
latter part of which it is well to sprinkle
the eggs two or three times with water
at 102, to render the shell and lining
tender when easily broken.

Ducklings are quite tender when first
hatched, being susceptible to cold from
dampness. Thef consequently must be
cooped in a dry location, and allowed on-
ly water to drink. Indeed, they will not
endure a wetting upon the back until
the down has been replaced by perma-
nent feathers, which occurs when they
are nbout two months old. The opening
in the water dish should be only large
enough to admit the prssage of the head,
go that they cannot wet one another,

The food of young ducklings should
consist at first of brend crumbs mixed
with hard-boiled eggs aund milk. OQat-
vieal, wheat, corn bread, and a daily
supply of freshly-cut clover will conduce
to arapid growth.  Animal food, in the
shape of beef scraps, worms and ground
butchers’ bones, will all he greatly relish-
ol by them, As they grow to maturity
they will eat almost afiy thing,being ver
hearty and fond of all kinds of food,
Good account can be made of all the
skim-milk and buttermilk that can be
spared. “Feed often, with nutritious
food,” is a proper maxim in duck cul
ture.

Each season the largest and best of
the young stock shovld be selected for
future breeders, and the flock improved in
this wny. A flock of ten oxadozen ducks
sbould be kept upon every farm, as they
may be fed mainly upon the ordinary
waste that usually falls to the trough of
the pig. Probably alarge flock would
not be found profitable, except in. a
favorable location, where nenrness to a
good market and cheap food exist. The
Intter desideratum is found along the sea-
const, where ench succeeding tide washes
upon the -flate numerous species of
small fish, and where inuscles, clams,
&c., are found in abundance. Hence the
reason of the extensive duck culture all
along the shore of Cape Cod. In such
cnses, however, they should be fed liber-
ally with some grain and some form of
rreen food, some time belore they are
ﬁi]lell fcr market.
