At Forest
Gate thirty boys are tnught in Sun-
dey-school by two of the Broihers,
This is practically all that is dong
for poys in London.by the Socicty of
St. Vincent de Paul, s0 far ascan twe
gathored from its last resort.

2. The Catholic Social Union be-
gan in December, 18Y3, with the
names of 400 ladies and gentlemen

on the workers' liet, At the end of
July, 1899, this number had bton
reduced tg 54, of whom 49 were lad-
erintend  boys’ clubs at Xensal New
Town and Notting MHill; the Noyw
Clubs at Tower Hill and Commercinl
Road are mmnaged by ladies.

3. Nowman IHouse issued no Report
in 1898, aad that for 189Y has not
vat appeared. The residents take part
in the management of a men’s club,
for which however they ure not ea-
tirely responsible, and, with outside
help, manage o hoys' club of about
thirty members.

These fucts seem Lo show Llhat  ip
all Catholic London, in spite of the

earnest appeals and personal syvi-
pathy of Cardinal Vaughan, there ure
at most only ahout a doven men Who
are taking part  in oue of the most
importysit forms of social wiows, Fhore
are of course other agencieg at work,
¢.g., the Doy's Brigude, but so far
ag these three organizalions are con-

Surely before the luity can blume
the clergy for want of sympathy or
encouragement, it is for them to
take the initintive andoffer their seps
vices, or, at leust, where an organi-
ztion existy, to do their utmost to
promote it ? In mattoers of this kind
personal testimony is at least ad-
niissible; and I"can say that, during
thu twenty years or more in wlich I

wis actively esgaged in work for
lads and bolys. I have met  with
every encouragement, and when this

was not  strongly manifested, with
an evenhr greater mark of confidence,
in that I was feit to mwanage things
as I thought best. I have hogd diflicul-
ties,us most of us have: but the only
serious ones have beon those which
were the rosult— one might almost
say the 'nmatural result—of a change
of priest; to my mind, the ouly cir-
cumstnnee which is likely to bring
about misunderstanding,

chesi of Montreal, to the Witness. I
may also note that it is lnousht by
some that the Pope wrote this letler
in order to vindicate himsetf 1rom
this charge of ignovanze, uni! to
“setile the dispute.’”” The fnct i9
ihat the Hely Father way in blissiul
ignorance of the said aispute. 1
never occurred to Dim forr a moment
that any disptte couid arise on the
subject, and his docreo wus wrilten
as a matter of course, and following
on tho lines off his predesossors fon
centuries yast.”’ .
