
PART 4-ADMINISTRATION

ARTICLE XIII

The Council
A. Con.stitution

1. An International Wheak Council is hereby established to administerthis Agreement. 1»l
2. Each exporting country and ecd importing country shall be a votig dmember of the Council and may be represented at its meetings by one delegate, et~one alternate, and advîsers..
3. Any country whieh the Council recognizes as an irregular exporter or

an îrregular importer of wheat may become a non-voting member of the Couneil" ouprovrided that it accepts the obligations prescribed in~ Article VIII and agreeto pay such meinbership fees as shall be determîned by the Council. Each
coutr~Iy which is a non-voting member of the Couneil shall be entitled to hav
one representative at its meetings.

4. The Food and Agriculture Organization of the United Nations, the iInternational Trade Orgaization, the Interim Co-ordinating Gommitk.e for oIn~ternational Commodity Arrangements, and such other intergovernmenta eorganizationis as the Couneil xnay decide, qhall eaoh be entitled to have on
non-voting representative at meetings of the Council. Pr

5. TIhe Council shall eleet for each crop-year a Chairman and a Vig
Chairman.1.

B. Powers and Functions
6. The Couneil shall establish îts rules of procedure. d
7. The Council shall keep such records as are required by the terms of thi lo

Agreement and may keep sucli other records as it considers desirable.
8. The Council shall publish an annual report and may publish any othe

information concerning matters within the scope of this Agreement.
9. The Couneïl, after consultation with the International Wheat Counei r

establîshed under the Memorandum of Agreement approved in June 1942 an
amended in June 1946, May take over the records, assets and liabihities of thqa
body.<Pe

10. The Council shall have such other powers and perform such othe
functions as it may deemn necessary to, carry out the terms of this Agreemen le

Il. The Council may, by two-thirds, of the votes cast by the exportin acountries and two-thirds of the votes cast by the importing countries, delegate Lthe exercise of any of its powers or functions. The Couneil may at any tirl arevoke such delegation by a mai ority of the votes cast. Any decision mad 1under any powers or functions delegated by the Council in accordanice with ths paparagraph shaîl be subject to review by the Couneil at the request of anY uexporting or importing country made within a period whieh the Couneil shal. eprescribe. Any decision, in respect of which no request for review has beel emade within the prescrihed period, shaîl be binding on ahi exportîng and importlg
oountries.
