My intervention will bé brief.

Although I would agree with the representative of
Belgium who yesterday said that all we are concerned with
he¥e'are sdministrative costs and not programmes, never-
héless T think it not inappropriate to meke a brief reference
to the wider aspects of the Technical Assistance Administration.
This will, of course, be dealt with at greater length by my
delegatiqn in Committee Two, where the subject properly belongs.
