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Invitations to technical advisers  

Rule 33 

The COnference may invite to one or more of its meetings any person whose 
technical advice it may consider useful for its work. 

VI. DECISION-TARING 

Decision-taking rights  

Rule 34 

Decision-taking rights shall be exercised only by States participating in the 
Conference. In decision-taking by vote each State represented at the Conference 
shall have one vote. 

Majority required  

Rule 35 

1. Decisions of the Conference on all matters of substance shall bé taken by a 
two-thirds majority of the representatives present and voting. 

2. Decisions of the Conference on matters of procedure shall be taken by a 
majority of the representatives present and voting. 

3. If the question arises whether a matter is one of procedure or of substance, 
the President shall rule on the question. An appeal against this ruling shall be 
put to the vote immediately and the President's ruling shall stand unless overruled 
by a majority of the representatives present and voting. 

Meaning  of the phrase *representatives present and voting* 

Rule 36 

1  - For the purposes of these rules, the phrase *representatives present and 
voting* means representatives present and casting an affirmative or negative vote. 
Representatives who abstain from voting shall be considered as not voting. 

lethod of voting  

Rule 37 

• Except as provided in rule 43, the Conference shall normally vote by show of 
hands or by standing, but any representative may request a rollcall. The 
roll-call shall be taken in the English alphabetical order of the names of the 
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
