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within the period specified, the President of the Council
of the International Civil Aviation Organization rnay be
requested by either Contractîng Party ta appoint an
arbitrator or arbitrators as the case requires. In al
cases, the third arbitrator shall be a national of a third
state, shall act as President of the Tribunal and shall
determine the place where arbitration will be held.

3. The Contracting Parties undertake a cornply with
any decision given under paragraph 2 of this Article.

4. The expenses of the Tribunal will be shared
equally between the Contractinq Parties.

5. If and so long as either Contracting Party fails
ta comply with any decision given under paragraph 2 of
this Article, the other Contracting Party nay limit,
withhold or revoke any rights or privileges which it has
granted by virtue of this Agreement ta the Contracting
Party in default or ta the designated airline in default.

ARTICLE XOCIII

Either Contracting Party rnay at any tirne give
notice in writing through diplornatic channels ta the other
Contracting Party of its decisian ta terminate this
Agreements such notice shahl be commnunicated
simultaneou8ly ta the International Civil Aviation
Organizatian. The Agreemnent shahl terminate one (1) year
after the date of receipt of the notice by the other
Contracting Party, unless the notice ta terminate in
withdrawn by agreemnent before the expiry of this period.
In the absence of acknowledgement of receipt by the other
Contracting Party, the notice shail be deemed to bave been
received fourteen (14) days after the receipt of the
notice by the International Civil Aviation Organization.

ARTICLE XOCIV

This Agreemnent and any arnendnent thereto shail be
registered with the International Civil Aviation
Organi zat ion.

ARTICLE XXV

If a general multilateral air convention cornes
into force in respect of bath Contracting Parties, the
provisions of such convention shaîl prevail.

Consultations in accordance with Article XIX of
this Agreemaent may be held with a view ta deterrnining the
extent to which the present Agreement in affected by the
provisions of the nultilateral convention.

ARTICLE XXvI

1. The Agreement ehaîl enter into force on a date ta
be laid down in an exchange of diplornatic notes, which
shall atate that the formalities required by the national
legislation of each Contracting Party have been
accornplished.
