An international focus also exists with an emphasis on the global
marketplace, serving to broaden the scope of regional businesses
both large and small.

The predominant industries of each state are noted below.

Naine: Pulp and paper, tourism, agriculture, fishing,
transportation equipment (includes shipbuilding).

Massachusetts: High technology, research, education, medicine,
tourism, services, defense, banking.

New Hampshire: Services, retail and manufacturing.

Rhode Island: Health services, tourism, jewelry and other
miscellaneous manufacturing.
