
ARTICLE le. DEBI AMD CONTRnyCTI

Bach Contracting Party shall take the appropriate stepsto, ensure that:

(i) the design and construction of a nuclear installationprovides for several reliable levels and methode ofprotection (defense in depth> against the release ofradioactive materials, with a view to preventing theoccurrence of accidents and to mitigating theirradiological consequences should they occur;
(ii) the technologies incorporated in the design andconstruction of a nuclear installation are proven byexperience or qualified by testing or analysis;
(iii) the design of a nuclear installation allows for reliable,stable and eauily manageable operation, with specîicconaideration of human factors and the man-.machineinterface.

ARTICLE 19. OPER&TZON

Each Contracting Party shall take the appropriate stepsto ensure that:

<i) the initial auathorization to operate a nuclearinstallation is based upcn an appropriate saf ety analysisand a commissioning programme demonstrating that theinstallation, as constructed, i. consistent vith designand safety reqtairements;

(ii) operational limita and conditions derived fron the safetyanalysis, tests and operational experience are definedand revised as necessary for identifying safe bowidariesfor operation;

Uii) operation, maintenance, inspection and testing of anuclear installation are conducted ini accordance withapproved Procedures;

(iv) procedures are estahhished for reponding to anticipatedoperational occurrences and to accidents;
<y) necessary engineering and technical support in ail safetyrelated fields in available throughout the hifetime ofa nuclear installation;

(vi) incidents significant to safety are reported in a timelymannr by the holder of the relevant licence ta theregulatory body;
