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Repatriaticrn shall only take place after agreement as ta identity and nationality
as well as place and date of arrivai at the frontiers. Each of the Con4ractînj
Countries shall facilitate transit through its territory.

Correspondence relative to repatriation shall be direct as far as possi1blE

Article 4

Where the wornan or girl ta be repatriated cannot herseif repay the cos
of transfer, and has neither husband, relations, nor guardian ta pay for hei
the cost of repatriation shail be borne by the country where she is in residenc
as far as the nearest frontier or port of embarkation in the direction of th
country of origin, and by the country of origin as regards the rest.

Article 5

The provisions of the foregoing articles 3 and 4 shaîl not affect an:.
private Conventions existing between the Contracting Governments.

Article 6

The Contracting Governrnents undertake, within legal limits, ta exercis
supervision, as far as possible, over the offices or agencies engaged in findin.
em~ploymTent for woi»en or girls abroad.

Article 7

Non-signatory States miay adhere to the present Agreement. For thi
purpose they shall notify their intention to the Secretary-General of th
United Nations, who shaîl acquaint ail the Contraicting States an~d ail thl
Members of the United Nations.

Article 8

The present Agreemnent shall corne into force six months after the exchang
of ratifications. If one of the Contracting Parties denounces it, this denuncle
tion shall only have effect as regards that party, and that only twelve rnontb
after the date of denunciation.

Article 9

The present Agreemnent shall be ratified, and the ratifications shaHl b
exchanged, at Paris with the least possible delay.
