General Provisions

Article 14: Enforcement Principle

NothIng in this Agreement shail be construed to empower a Party's
authorities to undertake labour law enforcement activities i the territory of the
other Party.

Article 15: Private Rights

Neither Party xnay provide for a right of action under its domestic law
against the other Party on the groundthlat the other Party has acted ia am er
inconsistent with this Agreement

Article 16: Protection of Information

1 . A Party that receives information identified by the other Party as
confidential personal or confidential commercial information shall protect such
information as confidential.

2. A review panel thiat receives confidential personal or confidential
commercial information under this Agreement shall treat it i accordance with
the Model Rides of Procedure.

Article 17: Cooperation with International and Regional Organisations

TheParties may establish cooperative arrangements with the
International Labour Organization and other competent international and
regional organisations to draw on their expertise and resources to achieve the
objectives of titis Agreement.
