
PART TWO - DOMESTIC OBLIGATIONS

Article 3: Levels of Protection

Recognizing the sovereign right of cadi Party to establisi its own
levels of domnestic environniental protection, including its environmcntal laws,
policies and priorities, and to adopt or modify cach of these accordingly, eaci
Party shall ensure that its cnvironmental laws and policies provide for high
levels of cnvironmental protection, and shail strive to continue to develop and
improve those laws and policies and the environmental governance tiat supports
them.

Article 4: Compliance wlth and Enforcenient of Environmental Laws'

1 . With tic aim of achieving high levels of environental protection and
compliance with its environinental Iaws, each Party shall effectively enforce,
tbrough gOvernment action, its enviroumental laws, subject to Article 19.

2. Badi Party shall ensure that violations of its environmental laws can be
remnedled or sanctioned under its law through judicial, quasi-judicial or
administrative procecdings.

Article 5: Non-derogation

Neither Party may encourage tracte or investinent by wcakening or
reducxng thc levels of protection afforded in its environmental laws.
Accordingly, neither Party niay waive or othcerwise deoaefrom its
cnvironntal laws in a manner that weakeas or reduces the protections
affordcd in those laws te encourage tracte or investment.

Article 6: Environniental Assessment

1I. Bach Party shall ensure that it maintains. prpit procedures for
assessing the environniental impacts of proposed projccts which may cause
significant adverse cffccts on tic environment, with a view to avoiding or
minlmizing such adverse cffects.

2. Each Party shah! ensure tiat its envrneta assessmcnt procedures
provide for tic disclosure of informnation te thc public concerning proposcd
projects subjcct to esscnt aud, i accordance with its Iaw, siail allow for
public participation in suci procedures.
