4. Have any of the said properties been leased
since purchase? If so, to whom, and on what
terms?

CANADIAN NATIONAL RAILWAYS

PROVISION FOR REFUNDING OF FINANCIAL
OBLIGATIONS AND ISSUE OF SUBSTITUTED

SECURITIES
