MANUFACTURERS 0F AUTOMOBILE PARTS

AND ACCESSORIES

Question No. 83-Mr. Sienson:
1. How many companies are there lin Canada

who are manufacturing automobile parts and ac-
cessories?

2. Where are these flrms iocated and how many
are there in each province?

3. H-ow many of these manufacturers have made
representations to the Minister of Industry respect-
lng the new Canada-U.S. trade agreement?

4. How many of those maklng representation
have indicated they wll be adversely affected by
the agreement?

5. What measures is the government contem-
plating to compensate those manufacturers ad-
versely affected?

Hon, C. M. Drury <Minister of Industry>:
1. There are approximately 505 companies i
Canada producing motor vehicle parts and
accessories.

2. Their locations by provinces are: Ontario
415, Province of Quebec 75, Manitoba 10, other
provinces 5.

3. The industry has expressed its views to,
the Government principally through trade
associations, which represent several hundred
firms which manufacture or distribute auto-
motive parts.

4. The representations made by the trade
associations have been favourable to the objec-
tives of the Agreement. Seventeen companles
have ind.icated that they believed they may
be adversely affected by the program.

5. The plan contains a number of safe-
guards of importance to Canadian parts pro-
ducers. These include: (1) that the Canadian
value added in vehicle production be main-
tained at least at the 1964 level; (2) that a
much more stringent formula be used in cal-
culating Canadian added value; (3) that al
increases in production of vehicles over 1964
levels for sale in Canada have a 60 per cent
Canadian value added; (40 that the motor
vehicle producers increase the value of their
annual output in Canada by $260 million not
later than model year 1968.

These measures will greatly expand Cana-
dian production of automotive products in
Canada and the Parts Manufacturers' Associa-
tion, the Motor Vehicle Producers and the
United Auto Workers have gone on record in
endorsing the benefits of the plan. It is recog-
nized that a plan o! the magnitude and im-
portance o! the automotive program, while in-
volving very substantial expansion, may also
create transitional difficulties for certain pro-
ducers. In this regard, the Government is
giving detailed consideration to certain pro-
posais to assist workers and manufacturera
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
