ANNOUNCEMENT OF INQUIRY RESPECTING
ONTARIO SUPREME COURT JUDGE

Hon. Lucien Cardin (Minister of Justice):
At the time I assumed my present office
there was, and had been, considerable public
discussion concerning Mr. Justice Landreville.
I have looked into the matter very carefully
and I have come to the conclusion that it
would be in the public interest to institute
an inquiry under the Inquiries Act for the
purpose of ascertaining all the relevant facts
and circumstances.

I wish to table order in council PC
1966/128 passed under the Inquiries Act ap-
pointing Hon. Ivan C. Rand, of Moncton, New
Brunswick, formerly a judge of the Supreme
Court of Canada, to be a commissioner under
part I of that act to conduct this inquiry and
make his report to the Governor in Council. I
am now tabling a copy of that order.
