USE OF RETIRED JUDGES TO DISPOSE
OF DOCKETS

Mr. Eldon M. Woolliams (Calgary North):
Mr. Speaker, I should like to direct a question
to the Minister of Justice. In view of the large
numbers of Canadians held, while awaiting
trial, in various jails during the July and
August summer vacation when there is little
activity in the courts, would the minister con-
sider calling on retired judges, who are
experienced, to assist the courts to clean up
these dockets during the summer vacation?
Many of these people are unable to get bail or
cannot afford it.

Hon. John N. Turner (Minister of Justice):
That is a very good idea, Mr. Speaker. I want
to say that the administration of justice is
constitutionally the responsibility of the pro-
vincial Attorneys General. This is something I
would like to talk to them about.

Mr. Woolliams: Mr. Speaker, in view of
the fact that many of these people being
incarcerated are young men and women
charged under the Narcotic Control Act,
which is a direct responsibility of the minis-
ter's department, will be contact these very
special Crown prosecutors across the nation
to see whether these people can be released
on bail? Many of them are high school and
university students.

Mr. Turner (Ottawa-Carleton): I will take
that into consideration, Mr. Speaker.

REVISION OF DAIRY POLICY

Mr. André Fortin (Lotbinière): Mr. Speak-
er, I should like to address a question to the
Parliamentary Secretary to the Minister of
Agriculture.

In view of the fact that more than 13,000
dairy producers have been forced to give up
dairy production, could the Parliamentary
Secretary tell us if the government's dairy
policy will be reviewed this year?

Mr. Florian Côté (Parliamentary Secretary
to Minister of Agriculture): Mr. Speaker, the
dairy policy is reviewed and considered every
month by the Advisory Board of the Canadi-
an Dairy Commission which is made up of
nine persons, most of them farmers. Every
month that problem is studied.

I wish to ask him whether, during these
discussions, the Quebec Dairy Producers
Union is officially consulted about the devel-
opment of this dairy policy?
